Approval of Agenda

Potential Incentive Policy Application – No news to report.
BVIP Land Inquiry – Prospect only wants 1-1.5 acres.  They are trying to find other parcels.
Other – Activity is steady, with several prospects.  Some are larger, some smaller – a good mix of prospects.  It is mainly manufacturing.  Some larger projects are on hold at this time.
Attorney’s Report

USEC Lease – Still pending.  At this time, USEC owns the building.
Newly Elected Board Members – Mr. McKittrick, Mr. Wilson, and Mr. Trapp have been re-elected for another term.

TIF Policy and Procedures and Tax Incentive Policy and Procedures MOU – These were approved at the previous City Council meeting.
Health and Education Board – Dissolving that Board is not feasible at this time, because some bond issues have not been resolved.  There are four slots open.  This Board does not meet regularly, basically meeting once a year for the Annual Meeting.
Committee Reports 
Spec Building Proposal – The Board agreed to pursue the Heritage LLC proposal.  A Heritage LLC representative will attend the June IDB meeting.  The TVA loan application has been received, and will be worked on prior to the June meeting.  The Board consensus was to pursue the TVA loan application.

Tour of Heritage Center Sites – Mr. Janney narrated a photo presentation from the April 22nd tour conducted by Mr. Biloski.  Sites included that proposed for the IDB spec building project as well as other sites that appear to offer good siting opportunities for light industrial uses.
