Approval of Agenda

Mr. Janney requested an amendment to the agenda to add PILOT Pre-Application to Committee Reports.  Mr. Wilson made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.   Mr. Trapp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  

Approval of Minutes

Mr. Wilson made a motion to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held October 6, 2008 as submitted.  Mr. Biloski seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Treasurer's Report

Mr. Trapp reported that the Treasurer’s Report is unchanged from the October report.  Mr. Wilson moved to accept the Treasurer's report as submitted.  Mr. Grady seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Prospect Activity 
Ms. Denton reported that several large manufacturing projects are interested in Horizon Center.  She also presented the most recent space listings.  She reported on the Knox/Oak Ridge Innovation Valley visit to Germany, and said that 60 suppliers had been contacted.  Now the key is follow-up.

Committee Reports 
Spec Building Proposal – Mr. Janney presented a timeline showing a compilation of tasks and deliverables for construction of the spec. building.  He showed a PowerPoint presentation of ED-5 at the Heritage Center Industrial Park.
PILOT Pre-Application – Mr. Biloski reported that there would be a PILOT pre-application meeting held with Best Western on November 13th at 3:30 at the Chamber of Commerce building.

Old Business 

Centennial Village Application –  Mr. Chilton presented his reasoning for requesting a 55% property tax abatement for 20 years.  Mr. Janney recommended a 50% abatement rather than 55%, because Mr. Chilton was requesting 55% to offset the 5% application fee.  Mr. Janney recommended that a precedent for adjusting application and closing fees not be set.  After discussion, Mr. Trapp made a motion that the IDB recommend to City Council a 50% property tax abatement for a period of 20 years.  Mr. Biloski seconded the motion.  Motion carried, 6-3, with Mr. Liby, Mr. Wilson, Mr. Janney, Mr. Trapp, Mr. Biloski, and Mr. Osucha voting in favor; and Mr. Pardue, Mr. Grady, and Mr. McKittrick voting against.  Mr. Janney will provide a letter to City Council outlining the Board’s recommendation.
