Mr. Janney called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.
The Board has prepared an Appreciation Plaque for Mr. Pardue, and will deliver it to him.

Mr. Janney introduced Louise Dunlap, the new IDB member. He mentioned her previous service
to the City including 4% years on City Council and numerous other community boards and
commissions.

There is another vacancy on the Board. The deadline for applications to fill that vacancy is April
21, and the election will be held at the May 4" City Council meeting.

Approval of Agenda
Mr. Janney added an item C. to Old Business — Disposition of Answer Financial Service’s
network switching equipment.

Mr. Grady made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. Mr. Trapp seconded the motion.
Motion carried.

Approval of Minutes
Mr. Grady made a motion to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held March 2, 2009 as
submitted. Mr. Trapp seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Treasurer's Report

Mr. Trapp reported an addition of $4,120.19 to the regular account, from two CDs that came time.
Other than that, Mr. Trapp said that the Treasurer’s Report remains the same. Mr. Liby moved to
accept the Treasurer's report as submitted. Mr. Grady seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Prospect Activity

Ms. Denton reported that there has been a satisfactory level of prospect activity over the last
month. She mentioned that IMPACT Svcs. is purchasing the Theragenics building. Another
company, Stoller Corp., is going to be taking office space in the 40 New York Building. The
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Chamber is working with several prospects, including a large solar manufacturing prospect, a
biofuels prospect, and a nuclear engineering technical services company.

Attorney’s Report

Annual Reports - Abatement Recipients — Mr. Krushenski said that City staff is still talking to
one recipient to resolve a discrepancy in the numbers in their annual report.

Committee Reports

Spec Building — Mr. Janney reported that the design-build contract has been executed between
Heritage LLC and Sequoyah Construction. As part of that, the design of the building is underway,
and that should be completed in 2 to 3 weeks. At that point, the design documents go to the City
of Oak Ridge for building permits.

Old Business

Centennial Village Application Status — Mr. Janney said a representative of Centennial Village indicated
that they are still pursuing the project, and are making headway in resolving conflicts.

Best Western Proposed Application Status — Mr. Hardy said that he was told they are working to finalize
a start date.

Disposition of Answer Financial Service’s network switching equipment — Mr. Janney reminded
the Board that Answer Financial had requested authorization and approval to acquire the fully-
depreciated electronics of the network switch infrastructure that was provided to Inslogic in 2002
with grant funding from IDB via fairly substantial grant funds that had been provided by the City
of Oak Ridge, ECD, and CROET. Anderson County also provided funds. The question arose
whether the IDB has the authority to dispose of this property. ECD indicated that it appeared that
the IDB had that authorization, and recommended some formal correspondence be generated for
the files. ECD is anticipated to provide a written memo or letter very soon. Mr. Krushenski
recommended that all parties who contributed to this project be notified. He said he would review
the lease.

New Business
Potential Grant Funds -
EDA — ED-5 appears to meet several requirements of eligibility for using this Stimulus Fund grant.

CROET would be the applicant for the grant that would be targeted to infrastructure development for the
project.

ECD — Mr. Janney said that the infrastructure grant “has been” or “may be” restored to the ED-5 site.

Mr. Biloski made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mr. Trapp seconded the motion. Motion
carried and the meeting adjourned at 4:30 pm.
