Approval of Agenda
Mr. Janney added a presentation by Bill Wilcox and Howard Harvey after agenda approval, and
added Communications with the Charter Commission to New Business.

Mr. Wilson made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. Mr. Osucha seconded the motion.
Motion carried.

K-25 History Center Presentation

Bill Wilcox made a brief presentation of a K-25 History Center project proposed by the
Partnership for K-25 Preservation (PKP). The proposed location would be just north of the Ed-5
East spec. building location.

Approval of Minutes
Mr. Biloski requested an amendment to the April 6, 2009 minutes to remove Mr. McKittrick’s
name from the list of those present.

Mr. Wilson made a motion to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held April 6, 2009 -as
amended. Mr. Biloski seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Treasurer's Report

Mr. Trapp reported that $343,000 has been removed from the CD to the bank account for the
deposit on the spec. building. Other than that, Mr. Trapp said that the Treasurer’s Report remains
the same. Mr. Wilson moved to accept the Treasurer's report as submitted. Ms. Dunlap seconded
the motion. Motion carried.
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Prospect Activity

Ms. Denton said there was not a lot of activity to report. She said they were seeing many
prospects emerging out of research collaboration. The Oak Ridge Chamber of Commerce/Oak
Ridge Economic Partnership Commercial Space Availability Listing for the First Quarter of 2009
was distributed.

Attorney’s Report
Mr. Krushenski said they are still in discussion with company management regarding compliance.

Mr. Biloski said the Board is supposed to deliver an Annual Report to the County Mayor, County
Trustees, City Manager, and City Mayor. Ms. Fallon to follow up.

Committee Reports

Spec Building — Mr. Janney reported that the construction drawings for ED-5 East have been
completed and submitted to the City for review. He said that the ECD grant is still being pursued,
and that there is a possibility of an EDA grant. Mr. Krushenski recommended obtaining a title
opinion for ED-5 East and West, and will initiate that. It is anticipated that construction will
begin in approximately four weeks.

Old Business

Centennial Village Application Status — Mr. Chilton’s project has been revised, and is going to be voted
on at this evening’s City Council meeting (May 4"™). Mr. Janney mentioned that the Board needed to
prepare the required MOU as soon as possible following Council approval. He said that he has asked Ms.
Fallon to prepare a draft for review.

Best Western Proposed Application Status — There is no new news on this project. They are still planning
to apply.

Answer Financial (InsLogic) — Mr. Janney said he is still waiting on a clear answer from ECD has to
permission to dispose of the equipment. He requested Ms. Fallon arrange a meeting with staft, an IDB
representative, and the Chamber to determine the correct course of action.

New Business

Communication with Charter Commission — Mr. Janney will attend the Charter Commission meeting on
Friday, May 9, 2009 to assist with providing factual information on statutory and procedural questions
regarding the IDB.
