Mr. Darren Bentz, Manager, and Mr. Mike Reedy, District Manager, were present to discuss the application.  Chairperson Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Andrus, to combine the beer permit application and the manager application, and the motion carried unanimously (4-0). 

Chairperson Tedford stated there was some issue with CVS selling beer without a permit due to the business thinking the permit was still in effect (when in fact the previous manager turned it in to the Legal Department).  Chairperson Tedford asked about the ID policy and Mr. Bentz stated the policy is to card anyone who looks under 27.  Chairperson Tedford also explained the business’s responsibility regarding the parking lot.  Having no further questions, Mr. Andrus moved, seconded by Chairperson Tedford, to approve the beer permit application and the manager application, and the motion carried unanimously (4-0).

OLD/NEW BUSINESS
(Mr. Hope arrived during this discussion)

The manager of Monterey’s was at the meeting to ask whether the Board had any problem with the restaurant having a portable, non-permanent outside patio.  The Board members were okay with this temporary addition to the establishment and did not oppose the consumption of beer on the patio.  The manager also asked about having patio umbrellas that contained a beer logo and was told that the establishment could have only one “advertisement” indicating that beer was sold.  

Ms. Dunn reported that five businesses were behind on submitting their privilege tax payments.  Ms. Dunn stated the Legal Department would call those businesses and give them a week or so to pay the privilege tax, then follow up with a letter requiring the business to appear at the March meeting if the tax was not paid.  The Board agreed with this process.

Ms. Dunn and Captain Massengill reported an issue of a bar opening in the city without a beer permit or a business license.  More information will follow on this item at a later date.
