ROLL CALL

In the absence of the Chairperson, Ms. Dunn called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.    

ELECTION OF ACTING CHAIRMAN

In the absence of the Chairman, Mr. Andrus nominated Mr. Hope, seconded by Ms. Garland, to serve as acting chair for the meeting and all members present voted to elect Mr. Hope as Acting Chairman (5-0).  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. Valentino moved, seconded by Mr. Andrus, to approve the minutes of the July 9, 2007 regular meeting and the motion carried unanimously (5-0).

Mr. Clark was present to discuss the application for the beer permit and manager approval.  Acting Chairman Hope moved, seconded by Ms. Garland, to discuss both applications together.  Chairman Hope asked about the ID/training policy.  Mr. Clark stated ID was required of all purchasers.  The Board reviewed the proposed floor plan of the business.  Chairman Hope explained the responsibilities regarding the parking lot and ensuring unlawful beer consumption does not occur.  The outside eating area was also discussed and Mr. Clark stated the outside eating area would be restricted access. Having no further discussion, Mr. Andrus moved, seconded by Mr. Valentino, to approve the beer permit application and the manager application, and the motion carried unanimously (6-0).   

Approval of the beer permit and manager application is subject to the background check coming back okay.  Knox County background information was not yet available at time of meeting.  

The business is (tentatively) scheduled to open September 10, 2007.

Ms. Cummings was present to discuss her manager application.  She has been an employee of the Eagles for 8 years and has an ABC (Alcoholic Beverage Commission) card.  Mr. Valentino inquired as to the number of bartenders and Ms. Cummings stated there are 4 bartenders other than herself.  Ms. Garland reminded Ms. Cummings about the parking lot responsibilities and asked whether the business checks on the parking lot.  Ms. Cummings stated they are going to install outdoor cameras.  Lt. Mansfield stated there were no problems with this establishment from a police department standpoint.  Having no further discussion, Mr. Andrus moved, seconded by Ms. Garland, to approve the manager application and the motion carried unanimously (6-0).

Ms. Trammel was present to discuss her manager application.  She has recently been re-hired by Amvets.  Acting Chairman Hope inquired as to the number of bartenders and Ms. Trammel stated she is the only one.  Acting Chairman Hope inquired about the ID policy and Ms. Trammel stated she requires ID for people she does not know to be of age to drink.  Ms. Garland asked whether the patrons are members only, which would allow for the establishment to know their age.  Mr. Andrus also inquired about membership requirements and whether patrons could pay to be a member for one night.  Ms. Trammel stated there are two types of membership available, which did not allow one-day memberships.  Lt. Mansfield stated there were no problems with this establishment from a police department standpoint.  Having no further discussion, Mr. Bailey moved, seconded by Ms. Solmonson, to approve the manager application and the motion carried unanimously  (6-0).

Mr. Loveday and Mr. Bob Geppert (Regional Manager) were present to discuss the application.  Acting Chairman Hope asked about the ID policy and the beverage cart service on the course.  Mr. Loveday stated ID is required both inside the clubhouse and on the course (ID is not required on the course if the beverage cart service employee remembers the patron showing ID inside and being of age to purchase beer).  Chairperson Hope reminded Mr. Loveday of the parking lot responsibilities.  Having no further discussion, Mr. Valentino moved, seconded by Ms. Solmonson, to approve the application and the motion carried unanimously (6-0). 

Approval of the beer permit and manager application is subject to the background check coming back okay.  Knox County background information was not yet available at time of meeting.  

OLD/NEW BUSINESS
At the previous meeting, the Board discussed the Responsible Vendor Act and was concerned about the lack of “teeth” in the statute as far as beer board action is concerned.  The Board discussed again the possibility of holding a work session with City Council on this issue.  Ms. Dunn stated that the Board could request a work session to discuss this issue, and explained the legislative agenda process with the Board.  Ms. Dunn also stated that a formal vote would be needed to request a work session.  

The Board discussed the issue and stated they would like to be placed on a work session, but that the discussion would not take very long so it was requested that the Board share the work session with another topic of discussion.  Mr. Valentino moved, seconded by Ms. Garland, to request a work session with City Council on this issue and the motion carried unanimously (6-0).

ADJOURNMENT

Having no more business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 12:22 p.m.
