Mr. Ayala and Mr. Munoz were present to discuss the beer permit application and manager approval.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to discuss the permit application and manager approval together, and the motion carried unanimously.  

Chairman Tedford discussed with Mr. Ayala and Mr. Munoz their past experience in beer sales.  Ms. Solmonson inquired as to their ID policy and Mr. Ayala and Mr. Munoz stated the policy would be to ID everyone who purchases beer.  Mr. Hope explained the responsibility to ensuring no unlawful activity occurs outside the premises, specifically the parking lot.  Chairman Tedford also stated the importance of calling the police when needed and not attempting to resolve issues that are better left to law enforcement.  

Chairman Tedford explained that all returned background checks had come in fine, however, Los Angeles, California now requires fingerprints for background checks and Mr. Ayala will need to supply his for the background check to be completed.  Mr. Ayala understood and indicated he would comply.

Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to approve the beer permit application conditioned upon the Los Angeles background check coming back okay and the manager application, and the motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Ayala and Mr. Munoz stated the business is expected to open in mid-January 2008.

(Ms. Dunn then took Mr. Ayala to the Police Department for fingerprinting).
