ROLL CALL

Chairman Tedford called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.    

ELECTION OF CHAIRPERSON AND SECRETARY   

Mr. Tedford stated his interest in remaining Chairman of the Board.  Mr. Hope moved, seconded by Mr. Valentino, to elect Mr. Tedford as Chairman and the motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Dunn stated Mr. Bailey indicated his willingness to serve as Secretary.  Mr. Valentino moved, seconded by Mr. Andrus, to elect Mr. Bailey as Secretary and the motion carried unanimously. 

ACTING SECRETARY   

In the absence of Mr. Bailey, the Board was required to appoint/elect an acting secretary for the meeting.  Chairman Tedford made a motion to appoint Mr. Valentino as the acting secretary for the meeting, which motion was seconded by Mr. Andrus, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Dunn informed the Board that this business was back due to a change in the ownership of the LLC (one owner was out of the business and two new owners came into the business).  Ms. Dunn stated the background check information came in okay.

Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to approve the manager application based upon the information provided and the discussions from the December 2007 Board meeting and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Hope moved, seconded by Mr. Valentino, to approve the beer permit application based upon the information provided and the discussions from the December 2007 Board meeting and the motion carried unanimously.

Jackie and Sheila Gholston were present to discuss the beer permit and manager applications.  Chairman Tedford stated to the Board this approval would be subject to the business having a legal right to do business at this address since the business is not yet open.  Chairman Tedford asked about prior work experience with beer sales and both have prior experience.  Mr. Hope asked about training and the Gholstons stated all employees will have server permits since alcohol will also be served.  Chairman Tedford reminded them about the responsibility for patrolling the parking lot area and the importance of calling the police when needed.  

Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to consider both the owner and manager applications at the same time, which motion carried unanimously.  

Mr. Hope also told them about the ID books that are available from the local beer distributor.

Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Andrus, to approve the beer permit and both manager applications, and the motion carried unanimously.

Fred and Marcia Childress were present discuss the beer permit and manager applications.  Chairman Tedford inquired about prior beer sales experience and Ms. Childress stated she had work in a restaurant before and had some experience.  

Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Valentino, to consider both the owner and manager applications at the same time, which motion carried unanimously.  

Chairman Tedford reminded them about the responsibility for patrolling the parking lot area and the importance of calling the police when needed.  Chairman Tedford asked about training and the Childress’s stated they have not received formal training.  The Board members and Ms. Dunn gave them some information on training opportunities (the Alcoholic Beverage Commission’s TIIPS program, Knoxville’s ASK program, and Rocky Top’s in-house training).

The Childress’s asked some questions about off-premises consumption permits, special event permits, and local breweries.  

Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to approve the beer permit application and both manager approval applications and the motion carried unanimously.

Outdoor seating was discussed as the business has two outside tables.  Since the outside tables are contiguous to the building, beer can be consumed at these locations under the permit.

OLD/NEW BUSINESS
Privilege tax payments

Ms. Dunn reported that two businesses (Buffalo Mountain Grille and Time-Out Deli) were delinquent on payment of the privilege tax.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Valentino, to require these businesses to be present at the March meeting and the motion carried unanimously.  If payment is received prior to the meeting, the business is not required to appear.

Elks Club #1684 (684 Emory Valley Road)

Ms. Dunn inquired whether the Board had heard about the Alcoholic Beverage Commission finding illegal gambling to occur on the premises of this establishment.  The members of the Board had heard of this activity.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Valentino, to hold a show cause hearing for this establishment at a time that is convenient for most members and the motion carried unanimously.

Playa Azul Mexican Store (178 Randolph Road)

Ms. Dunn reported that there has been numerous activity at this establishment related to unlawful consumption of beer and other beer related incidents.  Captain Massengill stated the police have been at this establishment repeatedly.  Ms. Dunn brought copies of police reports for fighting/disturbances in the parking lot by intoxicated persons (12/30/07), fighting/disturbance inside the establishment by an underage person (1/13/08), and disturbance by intoxicated trespasser (1/6/08).  Mr. Hope moved, seconded by Ms. Valentino, to hold a show cause hearing for this establishment at a time that is convenient for most members and the motion carried unanimously.
