ROLL CALL

Chairman Tedford called the meeting to order at 12:04 p.m.      

APPROVAL OF MINUTES   

Chairman Tedford, seconded by Mr. Bailey, moved to approve the May 12, 2008 regular meeting and show cause hearing minutes and the motion carried unanimously.

OLD/NEW BUSINESS
Tienda Nony #3

Daren L. Martin and Leonor M. Martin, co-owners, were present at the meeting at the request of the Board to discuss their newly expanded business.  Mr. Martin indicated that the business’s dining room area was expanded into an area previously not used by Tienda Nony #3.  Chairperson Tedford explained that the beer permit is only valid for the original space used for the business at the time of the issuance of the beer permit and that a new beer permit would need to be applied for to allow for the sale/consumption of beer in the expanded space.  Mr. Martin stated he was unaware that was required.  Ms. Dunn stated she had a previous conversation with Mrs. Martin about business expansion and informed her that a new beer permit would be required if beer were to be sold/consumed within an expanded space.  Mr. Martin stated this new space was space previously utilized by the Martins as a nightclub and was shut down.  Captain Massengill and Ms. Dunn both indicated the police had previous issues with the nightclub.  

Chairman Tedford informed the Martins that beer could not be sold/consumed in the newly expanded space, but the original permit was still valid for the original space.  The Martins were told to apply for a new beer permit within the month of June for consideration at the Board’s next regular meeting in July 2008, and are required to produce a drawing of the footprint of the establishment.  

Playa Azul Mexican Market

Miquel Trujillo, owner/manager, was present to discuss with the Board the May 2008 show cause hearing against his establishment which resulted in revocation of the beer permits.  Chairman Tedford informed Mr. Trujillo of the actions that took place.  Ms. Dunn informed the Board that she spoke with Mr. Trujillo about the revocation and was told by him that he had little to do with the daily operations of the establishment, was no longer manager, and no longer lived at the address given on the original application.  Chairman Tedford explained that the revocation was effective for one year, meaning Mr. Trujillo could not apply for a beer permit at this location until one year’s time had lapsed.  Mr. Trujillo understood and stated he is in the process of selling the business as the business was not making much money without the ability to sell beer.

Atomic City Sports Bar

The Board discussed the recent event of a gentleman who was reported in the local newspapers as having been drinking at the Atomic City Sports Bar and later died at his home after a bicycle accident.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to require the presence of the owners/managers of Atomic City Sports Bar at the next regular meeting, and the motion carried unanimously.

J.R. Crickets

Captain Massengill reported that the patrol officers had an incident with loitering in the parking lot of this establishment.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to have the Legal Department send a letter reminding the owners of the requirements of patrolling the parking lot, and the motion carried unanimously. 

Cancun Mexican Restaurant 

Ms. Dunn reported on a police report from May 30, 2008 where a man was charged with public intoxication on the patio at this establishment.  From the report, it is unknown whether the person had been drinking at this establishment, or came to this establishment in an intoxicated state.  The Board members discussed this incident and appreciated the establishment calling the police on this matter.  The Board decided to take no action at this time and simply watch the establishment to see if this is a pattern of having intoxicated persons on the premises. 

ADJOURNMENT

Having no more business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 12:34 p.m.
