Chairman Tedford called the meeting to order at 12:02 p.m.      

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Class B and Class C Permits
Daren L. Martin and Leonor M. Martin, co-owners, were present at the meeting to discuss the beer permit applications.  Mr. Bailey, seconded by Chairman Tedford, moved to hear the beer and manager applications together and the motion carried unanimously (4-0, Valentino was not present for this vote).   

The Board members found all information presented by the Martins to be in order and Mr. Bailey stated his appreciativeness for their prompt compliance with the Board’s requests.  Chairman Tedford inquired about the floor plan.  Mr. Hope inquired as to how the Martins would control the side exit and Mr. Bailey inquired as to how the Martins would ensure beer would not be sold to one person who then could easily pass the beer outside the exit to another person.  The Martins stated they can easily see all exits and will watch closely.  Mr. Hope reminded the Martins about the responsibility to control the parking lot and ensure drinking and other unlawful activity is not occurring. 

Ms. Dunn reported that the background check is not complete yet as the Knox County information has not been returned. 

Mr. Bailey, seconded by Ms. Solmonson, moved to approve the beer permit applications and the manager applications subject to the background check being complete and satisfactory, and the motion carried unanimously (4-0, Valentino was not present for this vote but arrived shortly thereafter).

Class C Permit

Mr. Vasquez-Valverde was present to discuss his beer permit application, however, Ms. Trujillo was not present to discuss her manager application.  Ms. Dunn stated that the Board could hear the beer permit application, however, the beer permit could not be issued yet if approved due to a lack of a valid manager application for the establishment.  Ms. Dunn asked Mr. Vasquez-Valverde where Ms. Trujillo was and he stated she was at the establishment.  The Board offered to wait for Mr. Vasquez-Valverde to call Ms. Trujillo to the meeting, but he did not.  Mr. Vasquez-Valverde stated he could wait for the beer permit approval until the next regular meeting in August along with Ms. Trujillo’s manager application.

The Board agreed to postpone this application until the next regular meeting, currently set for August 11, 2008.  Mr. Vasquez-Valverde stated he would be there, along with Ms. Trujillo, and did not need a reminder for the meeting.

While Mr. Vasquez-Valverde was present, the Board and Ms. Dunn took this opportunity to clear up some issues.  Ms. Dunn asked Mr. Vasquez-Valverde whether he already owned the establishment and he said yes.  Ms. Dunn then asked Mr. Vasquez-Valverde why Captain Massengill found a room full of beer at the establishment the week of July 4th when the establishment did not yet have a beer permit.  Mr. Vasquez-Valverde stated he bought the establishment from Mr. Miquel Trujillo and was not told he could not have the beer in the establishment.  Chairman Tedford asked whether Mr. Vasquez-Valverde is related to the previous owner, Mr. Miquel Trujillo, and Mr. Vasquez-Valverde stated he is not.  Ms. Dunn asked whether Ms. Trujillo is related to the previous owner and Mr. Vasquez-Valverde stated she is not. Ms. Dunn asked Mr. Vasquez-Valverde whether he intended to have a bar at this establishment and he said yes.  Ms. Dunn explained that a bar is not permissible in that zoning district under the City’s Zoning Ordinance due to the close proximity to the church in Grove Center.  Mr. Vasquez-Valverde stated he was not aware of that fact and the Board and Ms. Dunn stated that Mr. Miquel Trujillo was made aware of that.

Mr. Vasquez-Valverde did not have any questions for the Board and stated he would be back at the next meeting.
