ROLL CALL

Chairman Tedford called the meeting to order at 12:00 p.m.      

APPROVAL OF MINUTES   

Mr. Bailey moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to include Mr. Fitzpatrick (Spanish interpreter) as being listing “also present” on the minutes of August 11, 2008, and the motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Bailey moved, seconded by Ms. Solmonson, to approve the August 11, 2008 regular meeting minutes as amended and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Wheeler was present to discuss his application on behalf of St. Mary’s Church.  Mr. Wheeler indicated the beer selling process at the festival would be the same as in years past.  Having had no issues with this permit request in the past, Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to approve the beer permit application and the motion carried unanimously.

Class “C” Permit

Mr. Herron and Mr. Crossno were present to discuss their beer permit application and manager applications.  Due to a question as to ownership, Mr. Herron stated that he and Mr. Crossno are the two sole owners of the establishment.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to hear the beer permit and manager applications together and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Tedford stated that should the Board approve the beer permit, it would be subject to the establishment receiving approval from the City’s Board of Zoning Appeals to have such a business in that location and that it would also be subject to City Council’s approval of a zoning ordinance amendment that is scheduled for Council’s consideration on September 22, 2008.  Ms. Dunn also stated it would be subject to Mr. Herron’s background check which has not yet been completed (Knox County’s background check has not yet been returned).

Chairman Tedford asked whether the owners/managers have been TIPS trained and Mr. Crossno said he has been in the past but that his certification is not current.  Chairman Tedford inquired about the ID policy and talked about the importance of “patrolling” the parking lot and calling the police when problems arise.  Mr. Hope also stressed the importance of the parking lot and watching the door to ensure unlawful consumption does not occur.  Mr. Herron stated they intend to have a higher-class establishment and Mr. Crossno stated they plan on having security and a dress code.  Chairman Tedford asked whether food would be required to purchase beer and Mr. Crossno stated they intend to have food catered from a nearby establishment for their patrons.  

Having no further discussions, Mr. Bailey moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to approve the beer permit application and the manager applications (subject to the stated conditions above) and the motion carried unanimously.  Ms. Dunn stated Mr. Herron and Mr. Crossno would need to obtain their business license after all necessary conditions were met and to show that license to her prior to being issued the beer permit.

Class C Permit


Chairman Tedford stated the beer permit application and manager approval application could not be heard together.  Mr. Bailey moved, seconded by Chairman Tedford, to hear the manager application first and the motion carried unanimously.  Chairman Tedford stated that Ms. Trujillo (formerly Elia Avila) could not be a manager of an establishment with a beer permit, nor could she be employed at an establishment with a beer permit, due to her conviction in 2005 for selling beer to a minor.  Chairman Tedford stated that had Ms. Trujillo properly completed her application form and not omitted pertinent information, the City could have informed her and the owner of this prohibition prior to the meeting.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Andrus, to deny the manager application of Ms. Trujillo and the motion carried unanimously.  

Chairman Tedford stated to Mr. Vasquez-Valverde that he would be required to obtain a new manager prior to any beer permit being issued and asked whether he wanted to postpone his beer permit application until such time as he had obtained a new manager.  Mr. Vasquez-Valverde stated he would like to postpone his application until such time as he has a new manager.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Ms. Solmonson, to approve his request and the motion carried unanimously.
