Mr. and Mrs. Ayers were both present to discuss the application.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to hear the beer permit application and the manager application together and the motion carried unanimously (6-0).  Mr. Ayers stated he has a current server permit and Mrs. Ayers stated she would be attending the TIIPS training program.  Chairman Tedford reminded the Ayers’ about the parking lot responsibilities, the need to check Ids to prevent underage sales, and the offer of Rocky Top to provide training.  Mrs. Ayers inquired about outside eating and beer consumption.  Ms. Dunn stated that she believed the sidewalk was City-owned and that might require additional approvals.  Mrs. Ayers stated she was not really interested in outside beer consumption with meals, but wanted to know in case anyone asked about it.  

Ms. Dunn stated that the background check on Mrs. Ayers is not yet complete and that the Morgan County information had not been returned.  With no further discussions, Mr., Hope moved seconded by Mr. Bailey to approve the beer permit application and the manager application subject to a clear background check and the motion carried unanimously (7-0, Valentino arrived during these discussions).

OLD/NEW BUSINESS
Photo Identification – Addition to Board’s Rules and Procedures

Ms. Dunn stated City Council approved the addition to the Board’s Rules and Procedures to include a provision that the Board will take photographs of the applicants at the meeting, if their application is approved.  Deputy Police Chief Alan Massengill began this process at today’s meeting.

Police Reports   

Ms. Dunn reported on two police reports that had been sent to her for the Board’s consideration.  One was a report on the Elks on Emory Valley Road where a disturbance occurred resulting in an assault (October 11, 2008).  The other was a report on the Applebee’s for public intoxication (October 3, 2008).  It was unclear whether the establishments contacted the police regarding these incidents.  It is also unclear whether the person at Applebee’s consumed alcohol at the restaurant prior to creating a disturbance.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, that the Legal Department sent both managers a letter reminding them of their responsibilities to monitor their patrons’ alcoholic consumption, and the motion carried unanimously (7-0).
