This item was postponed until the conclusion of the show cause hearings upon motion of Chairman Tedford, seconded by Mr. Bailey, and unanimous vote of the members.  

Upon conclusion of the show cause hearings, this application was heard.  

Ms. Underhill was present to discuss her application, as was Dannie Phillips, owner of Warehouse Tavern.  Ms. Dunn reported that from conversations with Deputy Chief Alan Massengill, it appears Ms. Underhill’s background checks may not be complete in that it is suspected some investigations by other entities were done simply by her name and not her social security number.  Ms. Dunn asked Ms. Underhill for any previous last names she had and Ms. Underhill stated her previous last names were Adkins and Rugenstein.   

Chairman Tedford asked Ms. Underhill about her training to serve beer.  Ms. Underhill stated she worked previously at the Git-n-Go and completed training there in January.  Ms. Heck asked Ms. Underhill if she had documentation showing such training and Ms. Underhill stated she could not locate it.  Chairman Tedford asked whether the Warehouse Tavern had a book from their beer distributor that showed valid IDs and what to look for when spotting a fake ID.  Mr. Phillips stated he had something, but it was an old copy.  Ms. Dunn informed them to contact their beer distributor and request a new copy.

Mr. Bailey noted that Ms. Underhill’s previous employment with Git-n-Go is not listed on her application.  Ms. Underhill stated she did not realize she left that out.  Mr. Bailey also noted that her application indicated she had not worked at a place with a beer permit before yet she just told them she had.  Ms. Underhill stated she thought that question meant whether or not she had worked in a bar before. 

Chairman Tedford reminded Ms. Underhill of the importance of checking the parking lot for inappropriate and unlawful activity, and to call the police when such activity occurs.  Chairman Tedford also suggested she keep her own notes of activities that occur at the establishment.  Additionally, Chairman Tedford told her to make sure patrons do not leave the premises with beer and to consider selling only one beer at a time to each patron.  

Mr. Hope stated it was important to be aware of what goes on at the establishment and that Ms. Underhill needs to pay particular attention to that when she is the only employee working.  Deputy Chief Massengill inquired whether the cameras were operational and Mr. Phillips said the ones inside were but that the outside camera was broken.

Chairman Tedford, seconded by Mr. Valentino, moved for approval of the manager application subject to the background check being completed and the motion carried unanimously.

OLD/NEW BUSINESS

Ruby Tuesday
Chairman Tedford noted that Ruby Tuesday had not come in with a new manager application.  Ms. Dunn stated that she sent a letter to David Leathers (general manager of Ruby Tuesday according to the sign at the restaurant) and it was ignored.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to require Ruby Tuesday corporate to attend the August 10, 2009 Board meeting to discuss why this application has not been filed and the motion carried unanimously.
