Chairman Tedford, seconded by Mr. Bailey, moved to hear the beer and manager applications together and the motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Jeffrey Baerns, Owner, and Ms. Dawn Ellis, Manager were both present to discuss the beer permit applications.  Mr. Krushenski, City Attorney, stated that the background check is not complete yet on these applicants.  Chairman Tedford asked when Mr. Baerns planned to open the restaurant.  Mr. Baerns stated that he hoped to open that week.  Training of employees was discussed and the Board was told by Mr. Baerns that employees received TIPs training and that Top Shelf will also train employees. He also stated that it was his policy to card everyone. 

Chairperson Tedford stated the importance of “patrolling” the parking lot and of the availability of the Police Department to assist the establishment. Mr. Hope stated that the owner and manager should read the procedures (ordinance) regarding the sale of beer.  Mr. Bailey moved, seconded by Mr. Andrus, to approve the applications subject to the background check being complete and satisfactory, and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Michael Rhodes and Mr. David Allison were present to discuss the application. Chairman Tedford stated that there seemed to be some confusion as to Mr. Rhodes ownership/interest in the Atomic City Sports Bar and that he would like a clarification from Mr. Rhodes as to that situation before hearing the application for the Crows Nest Bar & Grille.  Mr. Rhodes stated that he owned the Atomic City Sports Bar 100% but that he was getting ready to close it down.  Chairman Tedford stated that the Beer Board records indicate that the owners are Mr. Howard Esty and Mr. Russell Gibson and do not show Mr. Rhodes as an owner, which is in violation of the City’s ordinances regulating beer permits if that is in fact the case.  On the advice of the City Attorney, Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to continue the application to the next meeting until the Board received written proof of Mr. Rhodes’ ownership interest in the Atomic City Sports Bar.

NEW BUSINESS/OLD BUSINESS

Sgt. Shannah Newman was present to discuss an incident concerning the possible sale of beer to an allegedly intoxicated person at the Quick Stop Market on Jefferson Avenue.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to hold a Show Cause Hearing at the next regular meeting.
