ROLL CALL

The Chairman called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.         

APPROVAL OF MINUTES   

Mr. Hope moved, seconded by Mr. Cooksey, to approve the May 3, 2010 regular meeting minutes and the motion carried by a vote of 5-0.  (Mr. Bailey was not present for this vote.)  
APPLICATIONS FOR NEW BEER PERMIT 
Ms. Dunn stated some of today’s applications will be subject to completed background checks.

Class “C” Permit

All owners were present to discuss the beer permit application.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to hear the beer permit application and the manager application together and the motion carried by a vote of 5-0.  (Mr. Bailey arrived immediately after this vote.)

Chairman Tedford inquired as to their planned ID policy.  Tobin Herron stated they plan to ID everyone and also are looking into a system that will scan drivers’ licenses for ID purposes.  Chairman Tedford also inquired about the front door and stated there was a previous problem at this location when it was Brewski’s about the front door being locked during business hours.  Tobin Herron stated that would not happen.  Chairman Tedford also discussed their training for employees and Ms. Reynolds stated she has TIPS training.  Chairman Tedford stated the importance of watching the parking lot area and Ms. Reynolds stated they would.  

Ms. Heck asked about the planned hours of operation.  Tobin Herron stated they planned to stay open until 3am, but had not yet decided whether to open around 11am or 2 pm.  Ms. Heck mentioned that their application stated they would have a cigarette machine and the importance of watching the machine to make sure purchasers are of age.  Tobin Herron stated the machine was near the bar and patrons had to be 21 to be at the bar, but that they would watch for underage persons.  Ms. Heck inquired about food sales and Steve Herron stated they were going to permit “catered” food from a nearby Italian restaurant and a nearby Mexican restaurant for carry-out into the pub.  

Mr. Hope discussed with Ms. Reynolds her responsibility to train the employees and she stated she understood.  Deputy Chief Massengill stated they needed to monitor patrons and make sure they did not serve them to a point where they were intoxicated.  He also stated they needed to call the police for disturbances and not wait until situations were out of control.

Having no further discussions, Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to approve the beer permit application and the manager application, and the motion carried unanimously (6-0).

Due to the success of prior events without incident, Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey to approve the special event beer permit and the motion carried with a vote of 5-0, with Ms. Solmonson abstaining from the vote.

Class “E” Permit

Rodney Reeder (Andersonville Fire Department), Ronnie Gainey (Supervisor of Beer Sales), and Sally Darnell (event organizer) were present to discuss the beer permit application.  

Chairman Tedford inquired about how the ID process would work for this event.  Mr. Gainey stated they would be using armbands for sales of beer.  Ms. Darnell stated this charity event has taken place over the last seven years at other locations without incident, and that various police and fire organizations would be present for security.

Ms. Heck inquired as to the set-up for the event in the parking lot of Lincoln’s.  Mr. Gainey stated it would be a 50 ft x 100 ft tent set up adjacent to the existing patio area.  Mr. Gainey stated additional personnel would be present for the event, and that expected the event to go well since it is on a Sunday afternoon when normal business is light.  Mr. Gainey stated all beer outside would be sold in plastic cups from a keg to avoid any problems with glass bottles, and that the event is scheduled rain or shine.  

Having no further questions, Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Hope to approve the special event beer permit and the motion carried unanimously (6-0).

Chairman Tedford asked about Mr. Mandujano’s experience and he stated he has three years of experience in beer sales.  Deputy Chief Massengill stated there have been a few disturbances at this location, but nothing serious.  Chairman Tedford talked with Mr. Mandujano about the parking lot responsibilities and their ID policy.  Mr. Mandujano stated they ID everyone.  Mr. Hope reminded Mr. Mandujano to call the police when needed.

Having no further questions, Mr. Bailey moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to approve the manager application and the motion carried unanimously (6-0).

Ms. Byrge was present to discuss her application.  Chairman Tedford reminded Ms. Byrge about the requirement for training employees and “patrolling” the parking lot.  Mr. Hope mentioned that this location has an adjacent business that they will have to pay particular attention to the parking lot to make sure patrons do not “cross over” from one location to another and create problems for this business.    

Having no further questions, Mr. Bailey moved, seconded by Chairman Tedford, to approve the manager application and the motion carried unanimously (6-0).

Deputy Chief Massengill stated they were no problems at this location that he was aware of.  

Having no further questions, Mr. Hope moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to approve the manager application and the motion carried unanimously (6-0).

Ms. Steele was present to discuss her application.  According to the application, a previous manager was not approved by the Board.  Ms. Dunn stated she attempted to have the previous manager (Donna) complete a manager application on four or five occasions.  Ms. Dunn also stated in her previous attempts to obtain their compliance, she had not spoken with Ms. Steele.  

Ms. Steele stated she has been the general manager of this establishment for approximately five weeks, and that Donna is no longer employed at this establishment.  Chairman Tedford inquired about their ID policy and Ms. Steele stated they ID anyone who appears under 30.  Chairman Tedford suggested they raise that limit.  Chairman Tedford asked about training and Ms. Steele stated they were trained by the ABC.  Chairman Tedford also inquired about the parking lot and suggested they consider installing a camera that shows the back lot after Ms. Steele stated they do not have a camera for the back lot.  

Ms. Dunn stated that previously Applebee’s had asked about serving beer in the parking lot for special events.  Since Ms. Steele is a new manager applicant, Ms. Dunn let her know that the City does not permit beer sales in the parking lot as part of the beer permit.  Ms. Dunn did state that non-profit organizations can obtain special event beer permits for this purpose. 

Having no further questions, Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to approve the manager application and the motion carried unanimously (6-0). 

Frederic Arthur Avery

Mr. Avery and Mr. Comer (House Chairman) were present to discuss the application and the Board’s request for representatives to be present to discuss recent police concerns.  

Chairman Tedford asked about Mr. Avery’s experience.  Mr. Avery stated he has been a bartender for over 30 years.  Chairman Tedford asked about his training and Mr. Avery stated he needed to update his TIPS certification.  Ms. Heck inquired why Mr. Avery answered on his application that he was never employed at a place with a beer permit.  Mr. Avery stated he is not employed, but is a volunteer, and that is why is answered no because he is not paid for his services as an employee.  Mr. Hope asked about guests and Mr. Avery said members can bring a guest and that guests are ID’d.  

Deputy Chief Massengill stated his concerns about recent parking lot activities with out of control crowds and nearby shooting incidents.  Deputy Chief Massengill asked about their ownership and Mr. Comer stated they are owned by the national organization in North Carolina and have a district organization in Chattanooga.  Ms. Heck inquired as to their hours of operation.  Mr. Comer stated they are open on Thursdays, Fridays, and Saturdays in the evening.  Mr. Hope inquired about election of officers and suggested the business give the City a list of current officers, and annually update this list when new elections occur.  Mr. Comer stated they would do so.

When Mr. Comer stated most incidents occur from non-members, Deputy Chief Massengill stated they have a responsibility to keep non-members out (even out of the parking lot) and should utilize trespass notices to help solve this issue.  Mr. Comer stated he had those forms.  Mr. Comer also stated they have increased lighting around the building for safety and security.  Mr. Cooksey asked about no trespassing signs and Mr. Comer stated they are present.  Additionally there are signs stating the rules (no drinks brought in, no drinks taken out, no weapons, etc.).  Ms. Heck asked about whether the national organization would take action for multiple incidents and Mr. Comer said they are required to notify the national organization and the district organization that will watch for incidents and take what action they feel is warranted.  Mr. Bailey stated the Board does have a responsibility if problems continue to consider taking action against the beer permit if the establishment cannot control the parking lot incidents.

Having no further questions, Mr. Bailey moved, seconded by Chairman Tedford, to approve the manager application and the motion carried unanimously (5-0, Ms. Solmonson had to leave during these discussions).  
NEW BUSINESS/OLD BUSINESS

Atomic Elks Lodge #1301, 262 Wilberforce Avenue

The issue with this establishment was discussed during Mr. Avery’s manager application.  See above minutes.     
Crow’s Nest

Mr. Hope stated that Rocky Thompson, manager of the Crow’s Nest, contacted him about outside sales on a patio.  Mr. Hope stated he told Mr. Thompson they would need to come before the Board with a plan/drawing in place for a patio and discuss the possibility of allowing beer sales on a patio.  Ms. Dunn stated Mr. Allison, owner of the Crow’s Nest, stated at the Board meeting when the beer permit was up for consideration that he would not allow outside eating/drinking and understood that has caused problems in the past.  Ms. Dunn also stated Mr. Thompson was told at a Board meeting to come back before the Board if the establishment wanted to have outside eating/drinking on a patio.   

There was brief discussion about noise at this establishment with Mr. Bailey reporting loud noise from that vicinity one morning around 2:30 that appeared to be from revving motorcycle engines.  Deputy Chief Massengill stated he would have patrol officers look out for this situation when on duty.

Report on Closed Businesses

Ms. Dunn reported that The Atomic and Sagebrush both returned their beer permits since the businesses are now closed. 
ADJOURNMENT

There being no other business before the Board the meeting was adjourned at 1:20 pm upon motion of Mr. Hope, seconded by Chairman Tedford, and a unanimous vote of all members present.
