ROLL CALL

The Chairman called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.
ITEM FOR DISCUSSION
Sgt. Newman and Chief Massengill were present to discuss ongoing issues with the Atomic Elks Lodge #1301 located at 262 Wilberforce Avenue, with particular emphasis on an incident occurring the evening of August 13, 2010.  Chief Massengill stated the problems are continuing at this location and the Police Department is expending significant resources in an attempt to prevent any problems at this establishment and the neighborhood in general.  Chief Massengill stated the situation was at a point to where he was called at home by Sgt. Webb and told that management was not cooperating with the police to control the situation.  Chief Massengill stated he advised Sgt. Webb to shut down the establishment for safety reasons if the situation could not be controlled.  

On this evening, Sgt. Webb and Sgt. Newman were at the Atomic Elks Lodge #1301 in their official capacities as police officers.  Sgt. Newman told the Board the parking lot was overcrowded with people and vehicles.  Sgt. Newman stated she witnessed a hit-and-run incident due to overcrowding of the parking lot with vehicles.  Sgt. Newman stated she personally knows of many people inside the establishment that are under the age of 21.  Sgt. Newman stated she saw numerous bottles of open liquor inside the establishment.  Sgt. Newman stated she saw many drinks that appeared to be made with liquor.  Sgt. Newman stated she received complaints from patrons about the underage consumption.  Sgt. Newman stated she saw many people both inside and outside the establishment that appeared to be intoxicated.  
Mr. Hope stated he had heard enough and moved to hold a show cause hearing for this establishment at the conclusion of the next regular meeting on September 13, 2010, and requested the known officers of the Atomic Elks Lodge #1301 be present along with the property owner(s).  Chairman Tedford seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

The Board asked for the regional/national chapter of this organization to be notified if it can be located.  The Board requested information for the show cause hearing to include all incidents that have occurred since June 14, 2010 when the Board approved Frederic Arthur Avery as manager.
