The Chairman called the meeting to order at 12:01 p.m.         

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Class “C” Permit

Ms. Caldwell was present to discuss her application.  Ms. Caldwell stated this is a deli/diner that is located above Venice restaurant in Grove Center and it is scheduled to open Friday, September 17, 2010.  Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to hear the beer permit application and the manager application together and the motion carried unanimously.  
Mr. Hope asked Ms. Caldwell about her experience and she stated she has experience working in a deli, but not selling beer.  Ms. Caldwell stated she will check IDs for all beer purchases. Ms. Caldwell stated it is a small dining area (about 8 booths).  The small dining area should allow for easy monitoring.  Chairman Tedford reminded Ms. Caldwell to monitor the dining area to make sure beer is not handed off to minors, and he reminded her of the responsibility to control the parking lot.  When asked, Ms. Caldwell stated she does not plan for any outside seating.  Ms. Heck asked about hours of operation and Ms. Caldwell stated she will be open from 10:30 am to 8:00 pm Monday through Friday, and from 10:00 am to 4:00 pm on Saturdays.    

Having no other questions, Mr. Hope moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to approve the beer permit application and the motion carried unanimously.

Class “E” Permit
Mr. Wheeler was present to discuss the application.  Chairman Tedford asked if the event will operate as it has in years past.  Mr. Wheeler said yes.  Having no further discussion and having no problems with this event in past years, Mr. Hope moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to approve the beer permit application and the motion carried unanimously.

Russell Lee Gibson, Owner/Manager

Class “C” Permit

Mr. Gibson was present to discuss the application, as was Ms. Boone to discuss her manager application. Chairman Tedford moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to hear the beer permit application and the two manager applications together and the motion carried unanimously.  Ms. Dunn stated that the applications would be subject to a completed background check, Board of Zoning Appeals permission for a bar to be located at this site, building permit approvals, business license, and the Community Development Department/Fire Department building inspection.
Chairman Tedford stated there are some concerns about noise at this location, especially since there are apartments close by.  Mr. Gibson stated he will not tolerate any noise from his patrons.  Ms. Heck had a concern about the crowd and Mr. Gibson stated his crowd is usually after normal work hours, but that the bar will be small and only hold about 45 people.  Mr. Bailey asked when he would close and Mr. Gibson stated he planned to open around 11:00 am everyday and close around 1:30 or 2:00 am.  Chairman Tedford asked about food sales and Mr. Gibson stated he would not be serving food but would have snacks.  Ms. Heck asked how beer would be sold and Mr. Gibson stated he would sell beer in cans and bottles.  Mr. Gibson also stated there will be no outside serving areas, no bands, no poker, etc.  Chairman Tedford asked about training employees and Mr. Gibson stated they are both TIPS trained.  Mr. Gibson stated all beer sales will occur at the bar and patrons will be ID’d.  

Chief Massengill stated he had concerns about the parking lot and on-street parking at this location.  Chief Massengill stated to Mr. Gibson that he had concerns about him opening another bar based on past experience and the police would be watching this location carefully, particularly for loitering and fighting.  Mr. Gibson stated he understood.  Chairman Tedford stated the importance of calling the police when trouble occurs. Ms. Heck told Mr. Gibson to be careful about underage sales, especially on football game nights.           
Having no further discussion, Ms. Heck moved, seconded by Chairman Tedford, to approve the beer permit application and the manager applications subject to the conditions listed above and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Hope asked Mr. Purvis about his experience and he stated he has had about 8 years of experience in restaurants that serve beer such as Copeland’s and Connor’s.  Mr. Purvis stated they do ID their patrons and all employees have gone through ABC classes.  
Having no further discussion, Mr. Hope moved, seconded by Ms. Solmonson to approve the manager application and the motion carried by a vote of 5-0-1, with Chairman Tedford abstaining from the vote.  

The Board did ask Mr. Purvis to make sure management is aware of the 15-day requirement to notify the Board of a manager change.
