In the absence of the Chairman, Ms. Dunn called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.

Mrs. Ilona Kaczocha was present to discuss the applications.  Mr. Bailey moved, seconded by Mr. Hope, to hear the beer permit applications and the manager application for Mrs. Kaczocha together and the motion carried unanimously.  Ms. Dunn stated that Mr. Kaczocha’s manager application would be moved to the next available meeting since he was absent from the meeting in order to operate the establishment.
Mrs. Kaczocha stated she will have beer for sale during lunch both on and off premises.  She stated she will not sell beer, either for on or off premises consumption, when the kitchen is closed and only ice cream is available.  She stated it is not her intent to have a bar, but simply to be able to offer beer along with lunch.  Ms. Dunn asked if she was requested beer to be allowed on the outside patio area of the establishment and Mrs. Kaczocha stated not at this time.  Mrs. Kaczocha stated she will train the employees to check all IDs.  

Ms. Dunn stated the Code Enforcement/Fire inspection was complete and no issues were present.  Ms. Dunn stated she believed the background check information was complete but would have to check.    

Having no other questions, Mr. Hope moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to approve the beer permit applications and the manager application for Mrs. Kaczocha, subject to a completed background check, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Reynolds, Mrs. Kivett and Matt Kivett were present to discuss the application.  At this time, the business has not sold to these owners and the sale is pending until the beer permit is approved.

Ms. Dunn stated that the Code Enforcement/Fire inspection was complete and there was one outstanding issue.  Ms. Dunn read an email from Denny Boss, Code Enforcement, indicating a life safety issue remained due to a painted ceiling tile that would prevent the sprinkler system from operating properly in the event of a fire.  Mr. Boss stated the business was told on or about August 11, 2010 of the issue and was given 90 days for compliance.  As of today, Mr. Boss stated the City had not been called to re-inspect the ceiling tile.  Ms. Dunn reported that Mr. Boss requested disapproval of the beer permit pending resolution of the life safety issue.  Ms. Reynolds stated she has a ceiling tile she can replace that one with and that she will do so.

Ms. Dunn also reported that the background check is complete on Ms. Reynolds, but she is unsure of the status for Mrs. Kivett.  She also stated this is the first time to her knowledge that an applicant consists of a Trust being part owner and that she would have to read the trust documents to determine whether the beneficiary of the Trust – Matt Kivett – is also considered an owner.  

Mr. Kivett stated the Trust is simply providing financial investment and will not be participating in the day-to-day operation of the business.  

Mr. Hope moved, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to approve the beer permit application and the manager application subject to the life safety issue being resolved, any background check issues being resolved and any issues with the Trust ownership being resolved, and the motion carried unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS/OLD BUSINESS

Atomic Elks Lodge #1301

Ms. Debra Long and Mr. Gary Carter Sr. were present on behalf of the Atomic Elks Lodge #1301.  Ms. Long had previously contacted Ms. Dunn about a special event beer permit and was told her application would be too late for the November meeting and the event was scheduled to be held prior to the December meeting.  Ms. Long was present to request the Board to hold a special meeting for her application.

Ms. Long stated she had two upcoming events planned: November 25-27, 2010 and December 3-5, 2010.  Ms. Long brought her applications for both events to the meeting to give to Ms. Dunn if the Board voted to hold a special meeting.

Chief Massengill stated his objections to the request because he had not yet heard of how the Atomic Elks Lodge #1301 would control and manage the events to prevent previous problems from occurring again.  Ms. Long stated she did bring a plan before the Board at a prior meeting and that she had a revised plan to submit along with the new applications.  Mr. Bailey stated he would need to see a comprehensive plan and that he would not be willing to vote in favor of a special event beer permit if the Police Department was not happy with their plans for management and control of the event.  Chief Massengill stated that Thanksgiving is a busy time for the department.  Ms. Long stated that they will have security in place for each evening of the event to help control the event and parking lot.  Mr. Carter stated they had submitted a list to the Police Department of individuals who have been banned and that they would cooperate in the prosecution of any trespassers.     

As Acting Chairman, Joe Valentino called a special meeting of the Board to consider the two special event beer permit applications submitted by the Atomic Elks Lodge #1301.  The special meeting will be held at 12:00 noon on Monday, November 22, 2010 in a room to be determined by the City.  Acting Chairman Valentino stated to Ms. Long and Mr. Carter that it would be a good idea for them to bring their security team to the special meeting.   

At Mr. Bailey’s request, Acting Chairman Valentino also stated to ask Mr. Kaczocha if the special meeting would be a good time for him for the Board to consider his manager application.
