SUBJECT: SPECIAL PRESENTATION BY WA

Introduction

An item for City Council’s consideration is a presentation of a Special Award to the City of Oak Ridge by
Ms. Jenny Wright of Tennessee Valley Authority (WA).

Discussion

Ms. Jenny Wright, Green Power Switch Product Manager from WA, has requested time on the agenda to
make a special presentation to the City of Oak Ridge.

Ms. Wright has been managing the design, marketing and delivery of WA’s voluntary Green Power
Program for four years. She works with 118 participating local power companies, including the City of
Oak Ridge Electric Department, to make locally generated renewable energy accessible to residents and
business owners across the Tennessee Valley.

She will be announcing the award as well as WA’s continuing efforts to assist the City of Oak Ridge with
obtaining national recognition for their leadership in sustainability through the support of renewable
energy. The presentation will highlight achievements that resulted from and are aligned with Council
adopted policies and goals.

Accompanying Ms. Wright will be Ms. Patty West, the Director of Renewable Energy Solutions at WA.
Ms. West is responsible for setting the agency’s renewable energy strategy as well as managing the
various renewable energy programs available to Tennessee Valley residents.

PARTNERSHIP BETWEEN THE OAK RIDGE SCHOOLS AND THE OAK RIDGE POLICE
DEPARTM ENT

Oak Ridge Police Chief James Akagi and Crime Analyst Dave Gordon provided information for School
Year 2013 and School Year 2014 regarding service stats, incident reports, cooperation efforts between
school staff and the police department, and initiatives and improvements for SROs for 2014.

During the presentation, city staff noted that the department had increased their property checks and the
number of incidents/calls for service between the two school years had reduced.

FIBER OPTIC NETWORK UPDATE

Electric Department Director Jack Suggs provided an update on the Oak Ridge Fiber Optic Network
which is cooperative project between the City and the Schools. Mr. Suggs noted reliable, flexible, and
cost saving advantages of this system to the parties involved and provided an update on the progress of
the project from items completed to those remaining while noting a completion date of spring 2015.

REVIEW OF PROPOSED RESOLUTION FROM THE CITY MANAGER AND THE SCHOOL
SUPERINTENDENT ABOUT CITY/SCHOOLS DEBT FINANCING AND JOINT ANNUAL CAPITAL
IMPROVEMENTS PLAN

City Manager Mark Watson provided an overview of the work performed by himself and the
Superintendent to bring a draft resolution that offers a compromise on the debt repayment of the Oak
Ridge High School renovation given that there was limited records from the past regarding the specifics ofrepayment.

The City Manager noted the following key components of the draft resolution:

a Sales tax collected inside city limits would be spent on repayment of the renovation debt
a Sales tax collected outside city limits would be spent on one of the four (4) education

components listed in the resolution

A community priority aspect is being included as part of a joint Capital Improvement
Program with a list of overall community priorities as established by the City Manager and
the School Superintendent
The two elected bodies will jointly establish and coordinate long-term and strategic
priorities for the entities they represent

Councilmember Baughn expressed concerns related to the future cost of the debt, specifically over therepayment of the debt. Councilmember Mosby inquired about the future of the school debt service as itrelates to sales tax growth and property taxes.

Based on discussions and comments of the Board of Education and the City Council, the generalconsensus was support for the joint resolution and moving forward.

OAK RIDGE SCHOOLS DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION — PLANS FOR THE FUTURE

Oak Ridge Superintendent Dr. Bruce Borchers provided some brief highlights regarding the School’s“Digital Transformation” and STEM initiative which will utilize technology to advance the knowledge andskills of the students. Dr. Borchers noted that the biggest element of this project would be to
infrastructure improvements to support the enhancement associated with the initiative.

BLANKENSHIP FIELD BLEACHER UPDATE

Dr. Borchers noted that the visitors’ bleachers at Blankenship field was out of sequence in terms ofpriority and the Oak Ridge Municipal Planning Commission had recommended considering it a priorityproject for FY2015.

Supervisor of Maintenance and Custodial Operations Alan Thacker provided a timeline of the
Blankenship Bleacher Replacement Project being pursued by the schools. Mr. Thacker noted that thebleachers were deemed condemned by an engineer firm and the bleachers were in the process of beingdemolished. Mr. Thacker further explained that other site issues would also be addressed, such as ADAcompliance, storm drainage, and replacement to the retaining wall. The project completion date for thisproject was anticipated to be August 29, 2014 for the first home game.

Mosbypresiding during the initial portion of the meeting, until Mayor Pro Tern Miller arrived assuming the chair.

ROLL CALL

Upon roll call, the following councilmembers were present: Councilmember Trina Baughn;Councilmember Anne Garcia Garland; Councilrnember L. Charles Hensley; Councilrnember Charles J.Hope, Jr.; and Councilmember David N. Mosby.

Mayor Pro Tern D. Jane Miller was absent during roll call, but arrived later in the meeting. Mayor ThomasL. Beehan was absent for the meeting.

Also present were Jack L. Suggs, Acting City Manager serving in the absence of Mark S. Watson, CityManager; Kenneth R. Krushenski, City Attorney; Janice E. McGinnis, Finance Director; and Diana R.Stanley, City Clerk.

City Manager Mark S. Watson participated in the meeting via conference call.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 05-.2013, WHICH ORDINANCE IMPOSES A TAX ONALL PROPERTY WITHIN THE CITY, FIXES THE RATE OF THE TAX, ADOPTS A BUDGET, ANDADOPTS APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2013, BY AMENDINGSAID APPROPRIATIONS.

Finance Director Janice McGinnis explained that the increase of approximately $1 .7 million was a transferfrom the fund balance of the Oak Ridge Schools to fund technology infrastructure improvements and theDiscovery Professional Development and Discovery Ed Partnership contract for the School’s STEMinitiative.

Discussions were held amongst the City Council regarding the growth of the School’s reserves and thesource of funding for those reserves, as well as the City’s process for approving funding for the schoolthat requires an amendment to the appropriation ordinance.

The City Manager remarked that the school is under a tight deadline for implementation of this programand that he was not aware of any additional partnership elements or monetary requests with regards tothe partnership between the City and the School.

Acting City Manager Jack Suggs clarified that the letter received from Maryanne Durski, ExecutiveDirector, Office of Local Finance for the Department of Education was indicating that the fund balancetransfer would not impact the Maintenance of Effort formula given that it is a fund balance available incoffers and is not considered an obligation to match the funding request since it is currently available inthe School’s funds. Finance Director Janice McGinnis clarified that the Maintenance of Effort formula isbased on local revenue funding level per pupil and that the total appropriations will be not be affected as itis a one-time, fund balance transfer.

(Mayor Pro Tern Miller arrived during discussion of this item and assumed chairmanship.)

Inquiries were presented by City Council regarding the maintenance of the agreement and any futurefunding that would be required as a function or term of that agreement.
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A JOINT RESOLUTION BETWEEN THE OAK RIDGE CITY COUNCIL AND THE OAK RIDGE BOARD
OF EDUCATION RELATIVE TO RETIREMENT OF THE DEBT FOR THE OAK RIDGE HIGH SCHOOL
DEBT AND FUTURE INITIATIVES INVOLVING OAK RIDGE AND ANDERSON COUNTY LOCAL
OPTION SALES TAXES.

The City Manager noted that this resolution was a plan to determine how the debt would be paid until
2041.

Councilmember Baughn requested that the following statement, as provided by her, be noted for inclusion
in the minutes:

First, that the schools, to date, have withheld approximately $1.54 million from debt payment
since discontinuing payment of the entire sales tax increase. Second, that it is anticipated that a
difference of approximately $10.3 million is being remitted from payment of the debt.

(Councilmember Hope was absent during this discussion and remainder of the meeting.)

In response to inquiries of the City Council regarding the approximate $10.3 million formula referenced
during discussions, the Finance Director explained that the differential is based on a modeling
perspective of sales tax remitted by the Oak Ridge Schools based on county-wide collections compared
to Oak Ridge only sales tax collections.

Brief
additional content is only provided in the minutes so as to better frame discussions held for future
reference. In accordance with the City’s policies and practices, and those of Parliamentary Procedures,
verbatim minutes of City Council meetings are not recorded.

If City Council wishes to accept the communication as part of the March 3, 2014 City Council meeting
minutes, a motion would need to be introduced to amend the minutes of the March 3 meeting by
accepting the communication titled Oak Ridge High School Debt Chronology and Impact Statementsprovided by Councilwoman Trina Baughn for inclusion in the 3-3-14 Meeting Minutes.”

Oak Ridge High School Debt Chronology and Impact Statements provided by Councilwoman Trina BaughnFor inclusion in the 3-3-14 Meeting Minutes

If passed, this resolution will allow the BOE to retain the portion of the half-cent sales tax revenues collected outsideof the City of Oak Ridge and will accomplish the following:

1. From 2012 forward, the BOE will retain about 1/3 of the annual sales tax revenue (equaling roughly$284,000-$300,000) generated specifically for the high school project. According to the city financedirector’s best projections, with interest, this will create an additional burden to the taxpayer in the amountof $ 10,300,000.
2. The BOE will retain one-third (approximately $513,333) of the funds that they’ve been withholding($1,540,000 according to Mark Watson) since initially announcing the issue in 2011.
3. Though city manager Mark Watson has stated that the UPF project and new Kroger sales tax will make upthe $10.3 million difference, the resolution in no way binds him to those claims.
4. The total principal cost of the high school project was originally projected to be around $40 million.According to memo 12-03 dated January 26, 2012 from the city attorney, the actual principal peaked at $67million. Calculations based on the October 2013 Debt Summary, appear to show that principal and interestbalances totaled $106 million. As best as I can tell, debt payments made to date total at least $10.4 million.However, with the passage of this resolution, one can deduct that the total cost of this project to the taxpayers will easily exceed $126 million (SlO6M + $I0.3M + lO.4M).

The following chronicles the Oak Ridge High School Renovation Debt debate from the time of the 2004 referendumthrough February 25, 2014.

2004
Members on council at that time were: David Bradshaw, Tom Beehan, LeonardAbbatiello, Louise Dunlap, JaneMiller, Willie Golden and David Mosby. On the BOE were John Smith, Keys Fillauer, Angi Agle, Jenny Richter, andCPA Tracy Larabee.

After over two years of both documented and undocumented discussions, on May 17, 2004 council voted in favor ofan ordinance to allow an increase in the local sales tax by a half cent to appear on the August ballot. According to aMay 4th article published in the Oak Ridger, “The additional funding would go solely toward paying off new highschool debt that could run as high as $58 million.”

In August 2004, Oak Ridgers residing in Anderson County generously voted to increase the local sales tax rate from2.25% to 2.75% in order to fund the high school project. The verbiage of that referendum states that “...the revenuefrom such increase shall be appropriated and expended for the purpose of funding and paying for construction,renovation, purchase of capital equipment, and/or retirement of school construction debt service for the Oak RidgeHigh School, and at such time as the high school debt service is paid in full, the sales tax proceeds collected as aresult of this increase shall be distributed as prescribed by state law, except as modified or limited by statute becomeoperative”

2005

An article entitled, “School bids $10 million over expectation” runs in the Oak Ridger on November 10,2005 stating that, “The lowest bid for the Oak Ridge High School renovation project came in almost $10 millionover what officials thought would be needed to build the new school.” The cause was attributed to HurricaneKatrina.



A November 17, 2005 Oak Ridge article entitled “New ORHS still waiting in the wings states” states that “Bids for
the $40.6 million construction, which is part of a $55 million total project budget, were opened [ast week.”

A November 29, 2005 Oak Ridge article entitled “ORHS debt repayment extended” states that “The city staff on
Monday said they plan to fund the increased construction cost at the new Oak Ridge High School by increasing
bond repayment times. Some bonds will now be repaid in 30 years instead of 25.”

2006

On May 30, 2006, as expected, Anderson County passed a referendum superseding the Oak Ridge sales tax increase
effectively elevating the tax rate for the entire county to the same rate as Oak Ridge (2.75%).

As the past BOE Vice Chair had previously stated, this action was to benefit Oak Ridge in that the revenues
collected from outside of the city would also help pay for the high school debt:

In a video dated May 17, 2004 and uploaded to the city’ website, at approximately 37 minutes in, Tracy Larabee says
in reference to the anticipated county move to supersede, “Half of this debt won’t even be paid by residents of Oak
Ridge.. ..a lot of the funding will come from people outside of the City of Oak Ridge.” In that same video at
approximately 44 minutes in, then Chair John Smith says that the BOE “fully supports the proposed funding model.”
That funding model included monies collected from outside of Oak Ridge after the county superseded and is
demonstrated on page 8 of Exhibit H also uploaded to the city website, where those monies were represented by the
blue portion of the bar graph entitled “New Sales Tax Schools” and began in 2010 when the superseding was
expected to occur. A link entitled “See ORHS Bond Issue/Sales Tax Referendum Info” provides additional
supporting documentation from the city at our home page, oakridgetn.gov.

2011

Members on council: Tom Beehan, Jane Miller, David Mosby, Tom Hayes, Ellen Smith, Anne Garcia Garland and
Charlie Hensley.
BOE members: Keys Fillauer, Angi Agle, Jenny Richter, Bob Eby and Dan DiGregorio.

During the May 9, 2011 City Council meeting, BOE Chairman, Keys Fillauer, makes the first announcement that
they no longer feel obligated to pay any monies towards the high school debt, “The close of F’Y2007 should end
annual payments. It was the BOE’s understanding that this was to be a temporary arrangement with funding from
this source returning to the schools after 5 years Mr. Fillauer did not provide any evidence of his claims during
this meeting or any time thereafter. The meeting minutes are paraphrased in the June 13, 2011 council meeting
agenda and video footage containing the precise quote is available on the city’s website as well.

2012
Members on council: Tom Beehan, Jane Miller, David Mosby, Tom Hayes, Ellen Smith, Anne Garcia Garland and
Charlie Hensley. BOE members were: Keys Fillauer, Angi Agle, Jenny Richter, Bob Eby and Dan DiGregorio.

On February 6, 2012 ajoint work session between council and the BOE was held. Note: Minutes were not kept of
this meeting. These following comtnents represent what I personally heard stated and were at least partially
reported on by the local press. The school attorney and the BOE publicly acknowledged their responsibility and
conceded that they did, in fact, owe the city money for the high school project and that it was simply a matter of
putting it in writing. The meeting concluded with an understanding that City Manager Mark Watson, Mayor Torn
Beehan, Superintendent Tom Bailey and BOE Chairman Keys Fillauer would all hold another joint, but private.
meeting to hash out the details.



The meeting between Watson, Beehan, Bailey and Fillauer occurred in private over a month later and the results
were provided to city council in an untelevised work session on March 26, 2012 (agenda linked here) Mr. Watson
and Mayor Beehan both stated that the schools had explicitly agreed to the same terms as before. Mr. Watson
explained that the schools would resume making the same level of payments and would repay the past due amount
in full upon finalization of the new written agreement. Again, minutes were not kept of this meeting. These
comments represent what I personally heard stated and were at least partially reported on by the local press.

In the April 9, 2012 city council meeting (video is viewable at oakridgtn.gov), Mr. Watson and Mayor Beehan
reaffirmed that the schools were agreeable to the original terms of the referendum and assured council that a final
agreement would be forthcoming. The mayor stated that the schools would “uphold the terms of the referendum... in
essence will follow the ballot... .the ballot rules.” When pressed by council as to why an agreement hadn’t been
reached if all were agreeable, neither Watson nor Beehan responded.

Less than five days later, Mr. Watson sent out an email to council informing them that two additional meetings
about the matter had since been held: one on April 11,2012 with Mayor Beehan and Mr. Fillauer and one on April
12, 2012 with Councilman David Mosby and BOE Secretary, Angi Agle. In the end, Mr. Watson states that “No
final resolution was made, but the attached document is a final version that is potentially approvable with the
School... Please note that the dollars available from the .25% Anderson County sales for debt reduction would be
reduced, thus causing a cost shift to the City.”

On April 23, 2012, the BOE passed the proposed resolution. However, on April 24, 2012, council discussed the
proposed resolution in an untelevised work session (agenda and the resolution can be found at oakridgetn.gov) and it
was learned that the impact of the resolution would essentially shift $10 million of the schools’ obligation over to
the city. A majority of council rejected the resolution and it was never brought forward for a vote.

During a May 29, 2012 meeting, council voted unanimously to attribute a portion ($766,470) of their annual
contribution to the schools to pay the school’s obligated portion of the high school debt since they had yet to turn
over those funds. The BOE responded with threats of going to the state comptroller.

2013
Members on council: Tom Beehan, Jane Miller, David Mosby, Chuck Hope, Trina Baughn, Anne Garcia Garland
and Charlie Hensley. BOE members: Keys Fillauer, Angi Agle, Jenny Richter, Bob Eby and Dan DiGregorio.

At the September 9, 2013 regular city council meeting, BOE Chairman Keys Fillauer addressed council during the
public forum. He asked that council address a Maintenance of Effort (MOE) problem with their budget. Restated
that the school system would close down if council did not give them $250,000 by October 1, 2013. He provided no
documentation nor had council received any communications regarding a problem with the MOE prior to his
statement. Note: This amount is approximately the amount in question that the schools have claimed entitlement to
out of the $766,470 that council withheld.

Over the next few days, a flurry of columns were published in the local press by past and present BOE and council
member with both sides acknowledging that the problem was linked to the high school mortgage issue. The crux of
the BOE argument, as stated by BOE treasurer, AngiAgle on her website, citizennetmom.com in a January 5,2012
post and re-stated by Dr. Bruce Borchers in a September 10, 2013 press release was a “gentleman’s agreement” as
well as a “handshake agreement”. To directly quote Ms. Agle, the gentleman’s agreement was “between the mayor
of Oak Ridge (at that time, David Bradshaw) and the Anderson County mayor (at that time, Rex Lynch) about when
or if the County planned to supersede the sales tax. That particular gentleman’s agreement was that the County
would not do so for at least five years... if the County superseded the sales tax rate before five years elapsed, that
the school system would remit its portion of the new dollars from the County share of sales taxes to the City, to go
toward bond repayment on the high school. But only until the five year period was up, when the City had assumed
they’d lose that money anyway. This too. was a handshake deal there was never a Board vote, nothing signed.”



The gentlemen in question, have never publicly affirmed these claims. Both men are still here in the area, are very
aware of this problem and yet, since Ms. Agle first attributed this agreement to them two years ago, neither have
verified her claim.

The reason these men have not spoken up could be that doing so would prove self-incriminating. According to the
Oak Ridger article dated June 5, 2006, entitled ‘Schools won’t lose money?’, the BOE fully expected the county to
supersede: “Oak Ridge schools won’t really lose money — at least not from the general operating budget — because
of the county’s newly-increased sales tax. ‘I really don’t see that money coming into the school’s general
operating fund,’ Superintendent Tom Bailey said last week. ‘Most of the money that would have been
designated for schools has been deferred,’ Bailey said, to help pay off debt incurred by the city and its
financial plan for the Oak Ridge High School project. City and school officials knew the county sales tax might
someday increase, Oak Ridge Board of Education Chairman John Smith Jr. said Wednesday, but they thought it
would happen a few years down the road. ‘We knew they’d supersede us eventually. We just didn’t think it would
be this soon,’ Smith said of last Tuesday’s voter approval of a half-cent sales tax increase in rural parts of Anderson
County.”

On September 11,2013, City Council met in Executive Session with the city attorney and city manager to discuss
the MOE issue. (NOTE: Executive Sessions are legally private meetings. No minutes of the discussion were kept.)
During this meeting, finance director Janice McGinnis explained that the reason that the MOE was out of kilter was
because until this year, the schools had been recording the high school sales tax monies in a liability account that is
not factored into the MOE equation. This year, however, the schools chose to record those monies in their revenue
stream. The result artificially impacted the MOE formula, which provided the spark needed to send our community
into a state of panic.

Council directed the city manager to immediately send a certified or hand-delivered letter to the school
superintendent, Dr. Bruce Borchers, indicating our willingness to cooperate upon receipt of a written response
validating their claims that the state would permit the BOE to shut down the schools and that they would withhold
$1.87 M per month if we did not provide them with the $250,000.

On September 16, 2013, the city received a response (contained within the agenda packet located at
oakridgetn.gov) from Dr. Borchers. The documentation included a letter from the Department of Education dated
September 11,2013 and stated that the school budget did fail “the MOE test” and that they had until October 1St to
submit a budget that would pass that test. It did not specify that the state would withhold $1.87 M per month nor did
it reference a school shutdown. However, in an email to all of council dated February 24, 2013 those claims were
finally and explicitly confirmed by Maryanne Durski from the Tennessee Department of Education.

At a special called meeting held on September 17, 2013, council voted on a resolution authorizing a one-time
transfer of $250,000 to the Oak Ridge Schools. Mayor Tom Beehan stated just prior to the vote, “We will allocate
this money. “ It passed 4-1-1 with Beehan, Hope, Miller and Hensley voting “Aye,” Baughn voting “Nay” and
Garcia Garland abstaining. Mosby was absent. While the resolution stipulated a one-time funds transfer, because of
MOE laws, it further obligated the taxpayers to an indefinite increase in funding.

Near the end of the October 14, 2013 city council meeting (the minutes are available as is video at oakridgetn.gov),
a discussion ensued regarding courses of action that the city could pursue regarding the MOE debacle and the high
school mortgage debate. Those options were as follows: Pursue legislative changes regarding MOE; pursue charter
changes that would give council some ability to hold the schools accountable for their budgeting practices; and/or
pursue arbitration or remedy through the courts. Baughn and Garcia Garland pushed for the legal route given the
definitive case that our city attorney had made. Hensley pushed for binding arbitration. Council instructed the city
manager to set up a special meeting to discuss the matter further.

On November 22, 2013, City Council met again in Executive Session with the city attorney and city manager.
During that meeting, the options that had been previously discussed were dismissed by most of council. Instead,
Mayor Beehan directed the city manager to once again resume discussions with the school superintendent and bring
back a new resolution.

On February 19, 2014 a public notice is issued that a joint meeting between the BOE and City council would occur
on February 21, 2014 with one of the agenda items being a review of a new resolution on the high school debt
financing. The agenda packet was published to the city website making it the first time that the resolution was made
available to the public.

On February 21, 2014 the joint meeting occurred and was attended by all councilmembers and four BOE members
(Jenny Richter was absent). The meeting was also heavily attended by various staff, press and citizens. The meeting
was audio recorded.

Mark Watson and Dr. Borchers talked about “moving forward” and how they’d spent 100’s of hours crafting this
resolution (found in the same agenda packet). Watson explained that the resolution would allow the BOF to retain
about 1/3 of the annual sales tax revenue generated outside of the city limits by the half-cent increase from 2012
forward. That amount will fluctuate, but equates to roughly $284K per year. Councilmember Trina Baughn asked
how much that equaled when compounded with interest over the life of the bonds, but neither the city manager nor
the finance director could provide an estimate. Baughn stated that by her calculations, the principal alone would
amount to nearly $8 Million. Watson claimed that the UPF and new Kroger sales tax would make up the difference.

Concluding the discussion, most of the BOB expressed their support for the resolution as did Mayor Beehan,
Council Members Chuck Hope, Jane Miller and Charlie Hensley citing their desire to “move forward.”

The resolution passed by unanimous vote of the BOE on February 24, 2014. City Council will vote on it on March
3,2014.

The regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Oak Ridge convened at 7:00 p.m. on March 3, 2014,
in the Courtroom of the Municipal Building with Mayor Thomas L. Beehan presiding.

INVOCATION

Jake Morrill of the Universalist Unitarian Church delivered the Invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Ms. Melinda HilIman led the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

ROLL CALL

Upon roll call the following councilmembers were present: Councilmember Trina Baughn; Mayor Thomas
L. Beehan; Councilmember Anne Garcia Garland; Councilmember L. Charles Hensley; Councilmember
Charles J. Hope, Jr.; Mayor Pro Tem D. Jane Miller; and Councilmember David N. Mosby.

Also present were Mark S. Watson, City Manager; Kenneth R. Krushenski, City Attorney; Janice E.
McGinnis, Finance Director; Diana R. Stanley, City Clerk.

Agenda Amendment

The Mayor noted that City Council had received a communication from the City Clerk regarding adding an
additional item to the March 3, 2014 City Council Agenda for consideration, at the request of the Board of
Education, for the following:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 05-2013, WHICH ORDINANCE IMPOSES A
TAX ON ALL PROPERTY WITHIN THE CITY, FIXES THE RATE OF THE TAX, ADOPTS A
BUDGET, AND ADOPTS APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1,
2013, BY AMENDING SAID APPROPRIATIONS.

Additionally, since the Board of Education and school staff were present at the City Council meeting, the
Mayor requested that the item be considered immediately following consideration of the joint resolution on
the agenda in the interest of their time. Councilmember Hensley moved, seconded by Mayor Pro Tern
Miller to amend the agenda as referenced above. The motion was approved by voice vote with
Councilmembers Garcia Garland, Hensley, Hope, Mosby, Mayor Pro Tern Miller, and Mayor Beehan
voting “Aye,” and Councilmember Baughn voting “Nay.”

APPEARANCE OF CITIZENS

During the Appearance of Citizens, several residents spoke to their enthusiasm of the football program of
the Oak Ridge Schools, the importance of football to the community, and the achievements of the High
School Wildcats. Additionally, these residents requested that City Council work, in conjunction with the
Board of Education, to pursue means to begin replacement/upgrade of adequate visitor bleachers. The
list below provides the names and addresses of those who spoke to this topic:

Ms. Kay Williamson, 420 Jefferson Avenue, recommended that City Council review “Project Phoenix” for
consideration of funding football upgrades.

At the request of Councilmember Hensley, and as part of the general consensus of the City Council, Mr.
Alan Thacker, Operations and Maintenance Services Supervisor, presented an overview of the conditions
of the demolished bleachers and the school’s process moving forward with design and replacement.

Mr. Keys Fillauer, 17 Palisades Parkway, Chairman of the Board of Education, responded to inquiries of
Councilmember Baughn regarding the Board of Education’s intent to fund visitor bleacher replacement
explaining that the Board had requested that Mr. Thacker move forward with the replacement process,
and that the Board hopes to be able to make a decision regarding funding possibilities when Mr. Thacker
returns with bid information at the Board’s March meeting.

PROCLAMATIONS AND PUBLIC RECOGNITIONS

A proclamation designating Tuesday, April 8, 2014 as Equal Pay Day in the City of Oak Ridge,
Tennessee.

Councilmember Hope moved, seconded by Mayor Pro Tern Miller to adopt the proclamation. The
proclamation was approved by unanimous voice vote with Councilmembers Baughn, Garcia Garland,
Hensley, Hope, Mosby, Mayor Pro Tern Miller, and Mayor Beehan voting “Aye.”

The proclamation was accepted by Ms. Virginia Jones who noted that she was accepting the
proclamation on behalf of the American Association of University Women (AAUW).

SPECIAL REPORTS

City Manager Mark Watson requested to make a special announcement from Oak Ridge Fire Chief Darryl
Kerley regarding the City’s ISO ratings. The Fire Chief announced that the City would be receiving an
ISO (Insurance Service Office) Class 2 rating for fire protection making the City the top 1% of the nation
who receive such rating. The Fire Chief attributed this success to efforts of the firefighters and the
support of the Oak Ridge City Council, dispatchers, and the Public Works Department.

CONSENT AGENDA

Mayor Pro Tern Miller moved, seconded by Councilmember Hensley to approve the Consent Agenda as
presented. The motion was approved by unanimous voice vote with Councilmembers Baughn, Garcia
Garland, Hensley, Hope, Mosby, Mayor Pro Tern Miller, and Mayor Beehan voting “Aye,” thereby:

Approving the February 10, 2014 City Council meeting minutes.

Adopting Resolution No. 03-14-2014 granting renewal permits to persons engaged in the retail sale of
alcoholic beverages for one year and waiving the residency requirement for nonresident applicants.

Adopting Resolution No. 03-15-2014 to apply for and accept set-aside Emergency Solutions Grant
(ESG) program funds from the Tennessee Housing Development Agency, through the U.S. Department
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of Housing and Urban Development Emergency Solutions Grant Program, in the estimated amount of
$52,492.00, to fund ESG activities.

RESOLUTIONS

Resolution No. 03-16-2014
A JOINT RESOLUTION BETWEEN THE OAK RIDGE CITY COUNCIL AND THE OAK RIDGE BOARD
OF EDUCATION RELATIVE TO RETIREMENT OF THE DEBT FOR THE OAK RIDGE HIGH SCHOOL
DEBT AND FUTURE INITIATIVES INVOLVING OAK RIDGE AND ANDERSON COUNTY LOCAL
OPTION SALES TAXES.

Councilmember Hensley moved, seconded by Mayor Pro Tern Miller that the joint resolution be adopted.

City Manager Mark Watson provided a history leading up to the consideration of the joint resolution. Mr.
Watson explained that in order to pay for the approximate $58 million renovation of the Oak Ridge High
School, a referendum was approved for an additional 1/2% sales tax. Upon Anderson County superseding
the sales tax, a new formula was initiated for %% to the bond and the Y4% for school systems in Anderson
County. Mr. Watson commented that a disagreement developed between the Board of Education and
City Council about the dedication of the sales tax generated outside of the city limits.

The City Manager further explained that he and Superintendent of Schools Dr. Bruce Borchers have been
working to developed a solution for the above described situation which was being presented to City
Council for their consideration where the Board of Education would have discretion on the use of sales
tax generated outside of the city limits for one of the following four (4) components: Technology
Enhancements, Capital Repairs/Equipment, Educational Innovation Projects/Grant match, and Debt
Reduction. Additionally, Mr. Watson explained that sales tax generated inside city limits would be used
for debt servicing.

Councilmember Baughn inquired about a document that was submitted to the City Council and the City
Clerk, via e-mail the morning of March 3, 2014, for inclusion in the minutes. Discussions were held
amongst the City Council and the City Clerk regarding procedure to have the document defined and
included in the minutes to which the City Clerk recommended the following: (1) if the document was a
report then it would need to be reformatted to remove all the hyperlinks included for its completion, given
that it would be a permanent record, and a motion would be necessary to accept the report; (2) if the
document was to be submitted as a communication, it should be addressed to City Council signed by
herself, and that the communication could be considered by City Council with a motion to amend the
minutes at the following meeting so as to accept the communication with the hyperlinks being removed as
well. Councilmember Baughn indicated that she would have it considered as a communication. The City
Clerk recommended Councilmember Baughn redraft/reformat the document as a communication and it
be included as part of the agenda for the April City Council meeting as an amendment for the March 3,
2014 minutes to be considered by the City Council for its inclusion.

Councilmember Mosby moved to amend the joint resolution to include the plan/model, developed by the
Finance Director, as part of the resolution that shows the retirement of this debt with no impact to the
property tax rate as a means of permanency for the City’s records as of March 3, 2014.

Both the City Manager and the Finance Director commented that the model is more of a planning tool to
best evaluate the pressure points of the debt, particularly based on projections of sales tax. The Finance
Director stressed that the model, referred to by Councilmember Mosby, was not a definitive plan on the
exact payment of the debt and that the City would be contributing sales tax for the debt payments until
such that it is was extinguished.

The motion introduced by Councilmember Mosby was seconded by Councilmember Garcia Garland.
Following discussions of City Council, the motion was approved by unanimous voice vote with
Councilmembers Baughn, Garcia Garland, Hensley, Hope, Mosby, Mayor Pro Tern Miller, and Mayor
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Beehan voting “Aye.”

The resolution, as amended, was approved by board vote with Councilmembers Hensley, Hope, Mosby,
Mayor Pro Tem Miller, and Mayor Beehan voting Aye,” and Councilmembers Baughn and Garcia
Garland voting “Nay.”

Consideration of an Ordinance on First Reading
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 05-201 3, WHICH ORDINANCE IMPOSES A TAX ON
ALL PROPERTY WITHIN THE CITY, FIXES THE RATE OF THE TAX, ADOPTS A BUDGET, AND
ADOPTS APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2013, BY AMENDING
SAID APPROPRIATIONS.

Mayor Pro Tern Miller moved, seconded by Councilmember Hope to approve the ordinance on first
reading.

The City Manager explained that the budget amendment was a request from the Board of Education for
the Oak Ridge School to implement the Discovery Education Program in the fall for a $1,750,864.00
increase to the School’s General Purpose School Fund with $1,000,000.00 going toward technology
capital improvements.

The City Attorney clarified, at the request of Councilmember Mosby, that the opinion received from the
Oak Ridge School Attorney Chris Cagle explained that the contract for the Discovery Education Program
does not have an impact on the Maintenance of Effort formula as funds are already appropriated and the
School is not seeking additional funds. Additionally, the City Attorney explained that the communication
indicated that the contract is cancellable if no sufficient funds exist.

School Superintendent Dr. Bruce Borchers explained that the purpose for the one-time costs was for
implementing the program noting that much of the cost are associated with staff development, and the
on-going costs was for curriculum and text book packages available through their Text Book Fund. Dr.
Borchers clarified that approximately $1,000,000.00 of the $1,750,864.00 was for the capital
improvements for technology, and the remainder was for teacher learning.

In response to inquiries regarding the school’s fund balance, Chairman of the Board of Education Keys
Fillauer explained that the Schools are required to keep a certain amount of funding reserves.

The ordinance was approved on first reading by board vote with Councilmembers Garcia Garland,
Hensley, Hope, Mosby, Mayor Pro Tern Miller, and Mayor Beehan voting “Aye,” and Councilmember
Baughn voting “Nay.”

Redflex Traffic Solutions, Inc. Agreement

Option 1) A RESOLUTION EXTENDING THE AGREEMENT (COR 08-01) BETWEEN THE CITY
AND REDFLEX TRAFFIC SOLUTIONS, INC., FOR AUTOMATED RED LIGHT AND
SPEED CAMERAS FOR AN ADDITIONAL TWO-YEAR TERM ENDING APRIL 21, 2016.

Option 2) A RESOLUTION TERMINATING THE AGREEMENT (COR 08-01) BETWEEN THE CITY
AND REDFLEX TRAFFIC SOLUTIONS, INC., FOR AUTOMATED RED LIGHT AND
SPEED CAMERAS ON APRIL 21, 2014.

The Mayor suggested that staff present information related to the item for consideration, discussions take
place, and then a request for a motion be made for approval of either Option 1 or Option 2.

Councilmembers Garcia Garland, Hensley, Hope, Mosby, Mayor Pro Tem Miller, and Mayor Beehan
presented their opinions for support for or against the cameras. During these comments, the Council
discussed alternative usage with the utilization of mobile units, change in locations, reduction in quantity,
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renegotiation of payment received by the City, traffic management studies and data, and the use of police
officers as an alternative to issuing tickets.

(Councilmember Hope was absent during discussion of this item and for the remainder of the meeting.)

Mr. T.J. Garland, 120 Outer Drive, expressed his opposition to the traffic cameras.

Mr. Aditya Savara, 109 Trenton Drive, encouraged City Council to contact the Traffic Safety Advisory
Board given that the Board has held some discussions regarding changes in traffic behavior as a result of
the cameras, and noted that the City has been relaying on the monies generated by said cameras for
several projects.

Ms. Kay Williamson, 420 Jefferson Avenue, discussed the potential of changing traffic patterns and
measures as a matter of safety for the community.

Mr. Dale Gadcke, 1033 West Outer Drive, commented about taking time to analyze the situation to
determine the City’s needs in regards to traffic cameras and vendors.

Ms. Sharon Crane, 107 Wakefield Road, expressed her opposition the cameras as a revenue source and
their locations in the community.

Mr. Joe Lee, 99 East Pasadena Road, expressed his support for the cameras and their impact on traffic
safety. Mr. Lee encouraged City Council to renew the cameras.

Mr. David Mast, West Paducah, Kentucky, representative of the American Traffic Solutions, spoke
regarding the services offered by his organization.

Following clarifications from the City Clerk regarding procedures to consider one (1) of the two (2) options
for the Redflex agreement with an amendment, Mayor Pro Tem Miller moved to consider Option 1 titled “a
resolution extending the agreement (COR 08-01) between the City and Redflex Traffic Solutions, Inc., for
automated red light and speed cameras for an additional two-year term ending April 21, 2016” (Option 1).
The motion was seconded by Councilmember Hensley.

Mayor Pro Tem Miller moved to amend the resolution (Option 1) by including some revisions, such as
location changes, fee renegotiations, consideration of mobile units, and consideration of a Request for
Proposal (RFP). The City Attorney clarified that a motion to consider an REP would cancel the contract
thus making the request null. Mayor Pro Tem Miller agreed to remove the consideration for the REP, but
keep the remaining three (3) revisions as part of the amendment. The motion was seconded by
Councilmember Hensley.

The City Attorney noted that, according to new changes in State law, a traffic study would have to be
performed, at the expense of the City, before consideration of new locations of cameras since that would
institute a change in the existing contract.

Following discussions on the proposed amendment, the amendment passed by board vote with
Councilmembers Garcia Garland, Hensley, Mayor Pro Tem Miller, and Mayor Beehan voting “Aye,”
Councilmember Mosby voting “Nay,” and Councilmember Baughn abstaining.

Councilmember Hensley moved to postpone consideration of the item, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem
Miller. Additionally, during discussions regarding postponement, it was noted that since the following
resolution for a traffic signal at the intersection of the Oak Ridge Turnpike and the Oak Ridge High School
was contingent on consideration of the traffic cameras then it would need to be considered at a later time.

The motion to postpone consideration of Option 1, as amended, was approved by unanimous voice vote
with Councilmembers Baughn, Garcia Garland, Hensley, Mosby, Mayor Pro Tem Miller, and Mayor
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Beehan voting “Aye.”

A RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE INSTALLATION OF A TRAFFIC SIGNAL AT THE
INTERSECTION OF THE OAK RIDGE TURNPIKE AND THE OAK RIDGE HIGH SCHOOL SUBJECT
TO APPROVAL OF THE TRAFFIC SIGNAL DESIGN BY THE TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF
TRANSPORTATION (TDOT), AND APPROVAL OF A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN THE CITY AND TDOT TO ASSIGN PERPETUAL MAINTENANCE RESPONSIBILITY OF

Councilmember Baughn moved to remove the item from the agenda until the next City Council meeting.

Electric Department Director Jack Suggs explained that sufficient funds existed for this item as it is an
individual line items as submitted through Capital Improvement Program (CIP) and approved as part of
the budget process. The resolution was approved by unanimous voice vote with Councilmembers
Baughn, Garcia Garland, Hensley, Mosby, Mayor Pro Tem Miller, and Mayor Beehan voting “Aye.”

The special meeting of the City Council of the City of Oak Ridge, Tennessee, convened at 7:00 p.m. onMarch 24, 2014, in the Courtroom of the Municipal Building with Mayor Thomas L. Beehan presiding.

At the request of the Mayor, Councilmember David N. Mosby led the Invocation, and Mr. WaldemarKaczocha led the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

ROLL CALL

Upon roll call the following councilmembers were present: Councilmember Trina Baughn; Mayor ThomasL. Beehan; Councilmember Anne Garcia Garland; Councilmember L. Charles Hensley; CouncilmemberCharles J. Hope, Jr.; Mayor Pro Tem D. Jane Miller; and Councilmember David N. Mosby.

Also present were Mark S. Watson, City Manager; Kenneth R. Krushenski, City Attorney; Janice E.McGinnis, Finance Director; Diana R. Stanley, City Clerk.

SPECIAL REPORTS

Presentation and public meeting to provide information concerning the City of Oak Ridge’s application fora Clean Water State Revolving Loan Fund (SRF) in the amount of $3, 000,00.00 for the City’s remediationplan.

Public Works Director Gary Cinder provided an overview to the City Council regarding the $3,000,000.00Clean Water State Revolving Loan Fund (SRF) including project description, project schedule, EPAsewer projects status as of the March 24, 2014 date, long-term benefits, and short term impacts. FinanceDirector Janice McGinnis provided advantages of the SRF loan and impact of wastewater rates. Both theFinance Director and the Public Works Director responded to questions and comments of the CityCouncil.

Councilmember Baughn requested that a statement that was included as part of the October 14, 2013City Council meeting minutes also be included into the record of the March 24, 2014 City Council meetingregarding the October 2013 increase in the water and wastewater rates as was presented by the CityManager. That statement reads:

A better representation for the rates would be a range of percentages beginning with first rateincreases experienced in May of 2012. The impact on the rate increases would range from 66%to 101% for water and 102% to 135% for wastewater, with the combined utilities impact rangingfrom 95% to 106% as the level of usage would cause the percent increase to vary.

The Mayor opened the floor to receive public comments:

Ms. Ellen Smith, 116 Morningside Drive, encouraged City Council to support the loan and noted that theCity of Oak Ridge does not have a combined wastewater system as compared to other cities in thenation.

The Mayor closed the floor for public comments.

Option 2) A RESOLUTION TERMINATING THE AGREEMENT (COR 08-01) BETWEEN THE CITY
AND REDFLEX TRAFFIC SOLUTIONS, INC., FOR AUTOMATED RED LIGHT AND SPEED
CAMERAS ON APRIL 21, 2014.

The City Manager noted that City Council would be considering Option 1, to renew the contract for an
additional two-year term, as amended by City Council during the March 3,2014 City Council meeting. Mr.
Watson noted that the three (3) amendments were—location changes, fee renegotiations, and
consideration of mobile units. The City Manager explained that if the City were to renegotiate the
contract, City Council would have an opportunity to approve the final contract.

The City Attorney clarified his understanding of the new state requirements that new consideration of
placements of cameras or change in quantity would require a traffic study beforehand; however, a
renewal of the contract without changes would not require said study.

City staff provided explanations and clarifications regarding the proposed resolution as amended, what
variables would prompt a traffic study under the state requirements, and other alternatives for
consideration of traffic cameras, such as a new Request for Proposal.

City Council discussed either their support or opposition to the traffic cameras at length, as city staff
continued to respond to inquiries and comments of the City Council.

Ms. Mary Ann Wildgruber, 122 Connors Drive, asked City Council to keep the traffic cameras as a matter
of safety in the community for pedestrians.

Ms. Kay Williamson, 420 Jefferson Avenue, commented that the traffic cameras divert revenues from Oak
Ridge, does not assist with traffic safety, and urged City Council to consider different safety options.

Ms. Sharon Crane, 107 Wakefield Road, expressed her opposition to the cameras in regards to their
location in Oak Ridge, the expenditure of funds from the cameras for projects located in particular areas
of the City, and inquired about obtaining suggestions and input from the Traffic Safety Advisory Board.

Mr. David Mast, West Paducah Kentucky, American Traffic Solutions, explained his understanding that
traffic studies are only required by state law for the expansion of a traffic system and requested that City
Council consider different companies and technologies offered by different companies.

Mr. Aditya Savara, 109 Trenton Drive, commented about conducting studies for traffic patterns and
considering different traffic controlling alternatives.

Mr. Gene Dunaway, 125 Vienna Road, commented about the insurance savings that he has experienced
with the traffic cameras being utilized in Oak Ridge.



Mr. Joseph Lee, 99 East Pasadena Road, expressed his support for the traffic cameras and the extensionof the contract.

The resolution, as amended, failed by board vote with Councilmembers Hensley, Mayor Pro Tern Miller,and Mayor Beehan voting “Aye,” and Councilmembers Baughn, Garcia Garland, Hope, and Mosby voting“Nay.”

(Option 2 was not considered by City Council given that the Council had voted not to provide a contractextension thus making consideration of this item unnecessary as the contract would expire April 21,2014.)

BYLAWS

of the

YOUTH ADVISORY BOARD

Article 1. Name

The name of the organization shall be the Youth Advisory Board (YAB) of Oak Ridge, hereinafter referred to as the
Board. The YAB was originally established by City Council Resolution No. 12-159-91 on, and was recreated by
Resolution No. 6-54-08 to better clarify the YAB’s purpose, function, and procedure for selection of its members.

Article 11. Function

The function of the Board shall be to serve as a liaison between City Council and the youth of the Oak Ridge
community on issues affecting youth, and to encourage the positive growth and development of youth by involving
them in healthy social, cultural, recreational, and other activities. In the performance of its function, the Board is
authorized to:

a) Make recommendations to City Council and the City Manager on matters affecting the youth of the
community.

b) Plan, organize, coordinate, and carry out drug- and alcohol-free activities for the youth of the Community.
c) Enter into agreements with entertainers, concessionaires, and other third parties as may be deemed

desirable by the Board within available funds and in accordance with applicable State and City laws and
procedures.

Article III. Participation

All community and area youth are eligible to participate in activities arranged or organized by the Board,
subject to the rules and regulations established by the Board for such activities.

Article IV. Membership, Elections, and Officers

1. The Youth Advisory Board shall be comprised of sixteen (16) members, all of whom shall be students in
the eighth through twelfth grade levels and residents of the City of Oak Ridge. The members of the Youth
Advisory Board (YAB) shall be appointed by the Oak Ridge City Council upon recommendation by a YAB
Screening Panel which shall be composed of one member of City Council, one member of the faculty ofthe
Oak Ridge Schools, and the City staff member assigned to work with the Board. Contingent upon the
availability of applicants, the Screening Panel shall strive to recommend at least two (2) students each from
the 8th, 9th, 10th, 11th, and 12th grade levels.

2. All members shall serve a one-year term of office commencing August 1 and ending July31 of the
following year. Whenever a vacancy occurs prior to the expiration ofa term of office, the Screening Panel
shall recommend a replacement for consideration of appointment by City Council to serve the remainder of
the term.

3. No later than September 1 of each year, the Board shall elect from its members a Chair, Vice-Chair,
Secretary, and Treasurer whose terms shall end on July31 of the following year. The duties of the Officers
shall be as follows:

Chairperson: The Chairperson shall preside at meetings of the Board, prepare the agenda for the meetings
and make a copy available to the Secretary; call special meetings; call special elections; sign, together with
the Secretary or other designated officer of the Board, any documents or instruments authorized to be
executed by the Board, except in those cases where such execution has been expressly delegated by the
Board or by these bylaws to another officer or is required by law to be otherwise handled; and in general



shall perform all duties as may be prescribed by the Board from time to time, in accordance with all
applicable State and City laws and procedures.

Vice-Chairperson: The Vice-Chairperson shall preside at meetings in the absence of or at the request of the
Chairperson and shall become Chairperson for the remainder of the term in the event of the resignation,
death, or removal of the Chairperson. In the temporary absence or disability of the Chairperson, the Vice-
Chairperson shall assume the duties of the Chair and in that event shall have all the powers of and be
subject to all the restrictions of that office. The Vice-Chairperson shall perform such other duties as may
be assigned from time to time.

Secretary: The Secretary shall be responsible for the preparation of minutes of the meetings of the Board
and upon their approval, shall provide a signed copy to the City Clerk for filing and distribution to City
Council. The Secretary shall keep a copy of the Boards minutes in a record book which shall be passed on
to his or her successor; shall have custody of all important records of the Board, excluding financial
records; shall sign with the Chairperson or Vice-Chairperson any documents or instruments which the
Board has so authorized to be executed; shall assure that all notices are duly given as required by law, these
bylaws, or the Board; shall call the meetings of the Board to order in the absence of the Chairperson or
Vice-Chairperson and shall conduct an election for a temporary presiding officer for that meeting; and shall
perform all duties incident to the office of Secretary and such other duties as from time to time may be
assigned by the Board. In the absence of the Secretary, the Chairperson shall appoint another member to be
responsible for the preparation of the minutes of the meeting.

Treasurer: The Treasurer shall be responsible for reviewing the records of all financial transactions of the
Board; shall process, collect, and remit all fees and charges and deposit all funds with the City of Oak
Ridge; shall report on the financial condition of the Board; and shall perform such other duties as from time
to time may be assigned by the Board.

4. Chairpersons of specialized areas (events, publicity, concessions, etc.) may be appointed by the
Chairperson with the consent of the Board.

Article V. Meetings

The Board shall conduct public, general purpose meetings at least twice each month except for the months
of June, July and December. In December, meetings will be held once a month. Regular meetings shall
commence at such time and dates designated by the Board and will be held at the Oak Ridge Civic Center
or at such other location as may be designated by the Board. Special meetings shall be called as necessary
to carry out the functions of the Board. The Board shall give proper notice of all meetings in accordance
with the laws of the State of Tennessee. All meetings of the Board shall be open to the public and all
regular and special meeting notices shall be provided to the local newspaper and the Oak Ridge City
Council, as well as announced during school announcements at Oak Ridge High School, Jefferson Middle
School, and Robertsville Middle School.

2. Any business may be brought by the Board at a regular meeting, whether or not that business is set forth in
the agenda.

3. Special meetings may be called by the Chairperson or upon request ofat least three (3) members of the
Board.

4. Written notice of a special meeting shall be given to all Board members, the local newspaper, and schools
at least 24 hours prior to the meeting, stating the business to be considered. Any member may waive notice
ofa special meeting. The attendance of a member at a special meeting shall constitute waiver of notice,
except where such member attends the meeting for the express purpose of objecting to the transaction of
business because the meeting was not lawfully called or convened.

5. To the extent possible, the following order of business shall be observed at regular meetings of the Board:
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a. Roll call
b. Reading and approval of the minutes of the preceding meeting
c. Reports of officers
d. Reports of committees
e. Unfinished business
f. New business
g. Adjournment

6. At least a majority of the members then in office shall be a quorum for the transaction of business at all
Board meetings, and the affirmative vote of at least a majority of the members then in office shall be
required to take any action.

7. The Youth Advisory Board will follow the Oak Ridge School System schedule. For example, if school is
canceled due to weather conditions and the Board was scheduled to meet that same day, their meeting will
also be canceled and rescheduled at a later date. Ifa regular meeting of the Board is scheduled on a given
school holiday, it will also be rescheduled to a later date.

8. Absences shall be treated in accordance with the established City Council attendance policy for boards and
commissions.

Article VI. Reports to Council

By September 30 of each year, the Board shall submit to City Council an annual plan of work for its
ensuing term. The Board shall also submit a written report of its activities at the conclusion of its term,
preferably by July 1.

Article VII. Amendments to the Bylaws

1. Subject to the approval of the Oak Ridge City Council, these bylaws may be amended or repealed in whole
or in part at any meeting of the Board, provided that written notice of the proposed amendment or repeal is
given in the notice of such meeting and at least one week in advance of the meeting.

2. If an occasion arises that a question is not specifically covered by these bylaws, the latest edition of
Roberts Rules of Order will apply.

$898,361.90 to Rogers Group, Inc., Oak Ridge, TN for street resurfacing.

Funding
Funds for the subject contract are available in the FY14 budget.

Background

Each year the Public Works Department prepares a list of streets to resurface. Streets are selected
based on condition and traffic volume. When preparing the list an effort is made to make the number of
center line miles resurfaced match funds available based on anticipated annual cost increases.

This year staff let for bid a project containing 6.989 miles of streets and received a bid price of
$795,788.90. This bid price was less than expected leaving funds available in the FY14 resurfacing
budget. Staff contacted Rogers Group, Inc. and requested they add quantities at the bid unit cost
sufficient to resurface Providence Road at an additional cost of $102,574.80 bringing the total miles to
7.598 and the total contract to $898,361.90.

Recommendation

This project was publically advertised and solicitation for bids were provided to four local firms qualified to
provide street resurfacing services. Only one bid was received; however, the bid was less than
anticipated and Public Works is pleased with the contractor’s past performance. Staff recommends
approval of this contract.

Introduction

An item for City Council’s consideration is a resolution awarding bids to lrby Company, La Vergne,
Tennessee, for the provision of fiber optic splicing materials in the not to exceed amount of $85,000.00
and to Southeast Power Corporation, Spartanburg, South Carolina, for provision of labor, equipment and
supplies necessary for fiber optic splicing in the estimated amount of $86,100.00.

Funding

Funding is available in the Electric Fund and was presented in the Budget and Capital Improvements
Program documents.

Review

On January 14, with resolution number 1-06-2014, Council approved the Memorandum of Understanding
with the Oak Ridge Schools which will result in the construction of the Oak Ridge Fiber Optics
Communication System (Fiber Optic System). As discussed in the attached Electric Department
Memorandum 13-30, the City committed to supporting the splicing of the fiber optic cables. In that
memorandum, staff presented an estimate of $210,000.00 for the work, including materials.

On March 1, staff opened sealed bids for the labor and equipment, and for the materials involved. The
total cost is below budget and the low bidder submitted acceptable bids in both cases.

Since materials will vary from site to site based on the conditions encountered and the particular
interfaces desired, a bid for materials was prepared with a not to exceed price of $85,000.00. In order to
evaluate the bids, the bidders were given a list of materials from which the final orders would be made
and asked to quote the anticipated materials. Irby Company submitted the low bid for these materials.
There was a comment on the bid that the prices would be held only until December31, 2014 which was
not acceptable, but the company has since submitted a letter stating that the remark was made in error,
with accompanying evidence of the error, and that the prices will be held until April of 2015 as requested.
Staff believes it is in the best interest of the City to accept this letter and make the award to the low
bidder.

The second bid was for the labor contract, which actually covers labor, equipment and supplies (defined
as any item needed to complete the work not included in the material contract- such as tapes, glues,
etc.). The low bid was submitted by Southeast Power Corporation at $74,867.94. Staff contacted the
designer of the project, Fiber Planners, and they have submitted a written recommendation that the
award be made to Southeast Power Corporation.

It is anticipated that some minor additions or modifications to the Southeast Power Corporation work may
occur during the construction. Staff is therefore requesting that a fifteen percent overage be allowed in
this contract, making the award for $86,100.00. This will permit modifications, which allow future
expansion of the system to occur, as the work progresses. Even allowing for this, the contracts total is
well under budget.



Recommendation

Staff recommends approval of the attached Resolution awarding a contract to Irby Company in the not to
exceed amount of $85,000.00 and to Southeast Power Corporation in the estimated amount of
$86,100.00

An item for City Council’s consideration is a resolution approving a Memorandum of Understanding with
the Oak Ridge School Board of Education concerning the installation and operation of a fiber optic ring
designed to meet the technological needs of both the City of Oak Ridge and the Oak Ridge School
System.

Funding

The approval of this resolution binds the City into an agreement to construct the fiber ring described in the
paragraphs that follow. The total cost of that project is estimated to be $1,440,000. The Board of
Education has committed $367,000 to the project. The balance of the monies is included in the Capital
Improvements Program, and the current year amounts are included in the current budget for the Electric
Fund. Cost sharing and impact aspects of the project for the other funds are included in the paragraphs
below, but involve no issuance of debt by any party.

Review

The Memorandum of Understanding under consideration establishes the framework upon which a City
wide fiber optic network can be constructed which will meet the foreseeable needs of the School System,
the City’s utilities and other communication and data transmittal needs. The project has been discussed
with the Council in work sessions and at City Council meetings.

The project genesis was approximately three years ago, when meetings at the staff level between
employees of the Schools and the City revealed that the parties shared a need for high speed fiber optic
communications across much of the City. The physical layout of the school’s facilities, the location of the
City’s electrical substations, water and sewer facilities and other data end points, such as fire stations,
strongly suggested that dynamic synergies were available from which all parties could benefit.

As such, a staff level working group with representatives from both the Schools and multiple City
departments was formed to develop the idea into a workable plan and explore implementation strategies.
As the plan showed promise, a specialty design firm, Fiber Planners was retained to aid in developing a
fiber layout plan and to design the loop and prepare cost estimates.

The layout design consists of a main loop around the City or “backbone” which will include fibers for all of
the users. The attached map shows the approximate route. Note that, at this time, facilities at the far
west end of the City are not included in the system. From the main loop, laterals will branch to individual
user facilities, each carrying extra fibers that other users could reserve and use. The system will be
constructed in the “utility zone” of the power poles. This means that the system will need to be owned
and operated by the City of Oak Ridge Electric Utility.

There are four primary user groups of the proposed system: Oak Ridge Schools, Oak Ridge Electric
Department, Oak Ridge Water utilities and Oak Ridge General Fund functions. The users are discussed
in the paragraphs that follow.



Electric System
The fiber system is the backbone for two portions of the Utility Modernization Program. First is the

• Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition (SCADA) system for our substations. Having SCADA available
will allow implementation of a dynamic demand response system, monitoring of the system condition for
load adjustment, and aid in outage response. The Automated Meter Infrastructure (AMI) system will allow
not only remote meter reading and control, but also provide the mechanism for future rate structures,
including those that feature demand response programs and direct load control to the extent that the City
and their customers choose to take place in these programs. It will allow the City to participate in TVA
programs both in place now and coming on line which provide substantial savings to utility customers and
in some cases to the utility itself, based on load shifting and electric peak shaving.

In preparation for the Utility Modernization Program, cash reserves have been developed which are
sufficient to install this portion of the program. As such, the system is anticipated to be paid for from the
Electric Fund with monies on hand. Cost will be allocated to other users of the system in accordance with
the MOU.

The entire Utility Modernization Program will require the addition of two employees, one for the SCADA
system and one for the AMI system. Our current estimates are that after these and other costs are in and
the systems complete, the City will save over $300,000 per year.

Oak Ridge Water and Wastewater Utilities
Neglecting the AMI aspects, the Water and Wastewater Utility will benefit in communications and in
operation of their SCADA system. Currently, the water SCADA system is being operated from the Water
Plant and communications are provided through a mix of mediums.

The new system will allow better functioning of these complex systems and eliminate the existing need to
lease new lines.

Oak Ridge General Fund Activities
Currently, the City pays over $50,000 a year in leased data lines. Even at these costs, communications
between facilities such as fire stations, the animal shelter and even the Central Services Facility are
sometimes inadequate. The new system will enhance efficiencies across the City’s information network
and streamline costs by eliminating the need to lease and add lines.

Oak Ridge School System
The school system has a need for high speed data links between its facilities for many reasons, including
communication and record keeping, but also the administration of state mandated student tests which are
administered electronically. In meeting those needs, the Schools now spend approximately $95,000 per
year on leased data lines which will be eliminated once the project is complete.

The school system will use one third of the fibers in the main fiber backbone. They are prepared to make
a total contribution of $367,000 toward the project, plus a proportioned share of ongoing maintenance and
operation costs as outlined in the MOU. The School Board has approved purchase of materials for the
project in the amount of $298,752.31, subject to execution of the attached Memorandum of
Understanding. The remainder of their contribution will be a direct transfer to help offset splicing and
other costs.

Third Party Users
It is not staff’s intent to enter the fiber optic communication business. Some utilities do provide this
service, while others lease “dark fibers” to other companies. Staff has not explored these uses and does
not wish to compete with existing service providers. Should such an interest develop, the MOU
specifically states that such uses require the approval of all users.



Future Actions of Council
Upon approval of this MOU, City Staff will develop a contract for cable acceptance and splicing of the new
system. These costs are considerable, but are included in the estimate of the overall system cost. The
cost of the initial splicing will require a contract estimated to be $210,000. Additionally, staff will develop
an emergency splicing agreement at a cost to be determined. This will provide emergency repairs to the
fiber without the City investing in equipment or training.

Installation of the system will be primarily made by the City Electric system’s labor and material
contractor, currently Service Electric Company. The contract provides supplemental labor and
emergency response capabilities. Companies, such as Service Electric Company, have extensive
experience in this fiber optic installation. Several City Electric Department employees also have
experience in fiber optic cable installation which will be further developed over time.

As a side issue, this contract is expiring soon. Staff plans on re-bidding over the next few weeks. We will
insure that any successful bidder has experience and equipment required for fiber optic installation.

Overall installation will be monitored by Fiber Planners to insure quality control while the City Staff
develops its expertise.

Recommendation
The development of a fiber optic system for Oak Ridge is a significant step forward for the community. It
will provide a stable, cost effective platform for the future communication needs of the City and its School
System. Staff recommends approval of the attached resolution and with it, endorsement of the project by
the City Council.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

Regarding the Funding, Installation, Ownership, Operation and Maintenance of a Fiber Optic
Communications Backbone in the City of Oak Ridge, Tennessee

This Memorandum of Understanding is between the City of Oak Ridge, Tennessee, (City”) and
the Oak Ridge Schools Board of Education and is governed by the Laws of State of Tennessee.

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the City of Oak Ridge working through its Electric Departrñènt (hereinafter referred to
as Electric Department) has need for communications between and among its substations meters and
various control points which need can best be satisfied by the installation of a fiber optic system ‘ahich
connects these various points; and

WHEREAS, the Oak Ridge Board of Education (hereina1terrsferred toas ‘School Board”) also
has a need for high speed communications between among and within its facilities including but not
limited to school buildings the Administration Building and the new data center currently under
construction which needs can best be met using fihec communication systems and

WHEREAS other departments and ftnctiors of the City of Oak Ridge operating through its City
Manager have also expressed a need for high speed communicatidns between and among various City
facilities and utility infrastructure which needs can best be meing fiber optic communication systems
and

WHEREAS the City of Oak Ridge Electric Dent acting as a distributor of TVA power
under the WA contract and in accordance with its R1Ies and Regulations has determined that
cooperation with the School Board and the non electric functions of the City best serves the needs of the
electric customer through reduMon of cost and enhancement of economic development opportunity in
addition to improvement of education and City supplied services without negatively affecting the electrical
system from either an operational or financial perspective and

WHEREAS the School Board has expressed interest in funding the initial costs for acquiring the
materials necessary to establish a fiber optic communications backbone for the collaborative use of these
expected users.:.

NOW THEREFORE in consideration of the mutual promises and representations contained
herein, the City aid the School Board do hereby agree as follows:

1.0 To cooperate and collaborate in the design, installation, operation, maintenance and repair of a
fiber optic communications system designed and constructea to meet both the shared and
individual needs ofthe patticipants.

1.1 This joint project will be called the Oak Ridge Fiber Optics Communications System
(hereinafter referred to as the “Fiber Optics Communications System” or the “System”).

1.2 The backbone of the System shall be installed by or at the direction of the Electric
Department within spaces and areas of owned or shared facilities reserved exclusively for
electric utility equipment, including such area on utility poles covered by joint use
agreements, but not necessarily owned by the City, commonly referred to as the “electric
utility zone’ on overhead infrastructure and utilize utility clearances for qualified high-voltage
utility employees. Any System extension that utilizes the “electric utility zone” shall be
installed by or at the direction of the Electric Department. Individual entities may extend
specific taps in the communication zone of pole lines without the involvement of the Electric



Department, should they so desire, but such lines shall be subject to a joint use pole
agreement and be owned and maintained outside of this MOU.

1.3 The design and layout shall be collaboratively developed by the parties and a formal letter of
agreement will be executed by all parties for any change addition or deletion to any section
of the System, excepting only additions that are fully funded by a particular party and which
are isolated from the System in total.

1.4 That this MOU does not include any reference to the electronics installed except that no
equipment will be installed which adversely impacts the ability of the other parties to use their
fiber and no participant may sub-let or sub-contract any portion of their System use rights to
any other party who is not a party to this document without: the written consent of all
participants named above.

2.0 That fiber will be identified in buffer tubes as being dedicated to each pticular participant and that
no party will have the right to use or interfere with the rise of fibers that’ärè not initially assigned to
them without the written consent of the anected parties

To lrby Company, 1284 Heil Quaker Boulevard, LaVergne, Tennessee 37086, for the furnishing
of materials as specified in the fiber optic closures and hardware bid package; in accordance with
its bid as submitted and publicly opened on March 11,2014, as shown on Request No. 1437670,
and in the not to exceed amount of $85,000.00.

To Southeast Power Corporation, 125 Best Drive, Spartanburg, South Carolina 29303, for the
furnishing of labor, tools, equipment, and supplies to perform all work and services necessary for
the fiber optic splicing and testing labor contract; said award in strict accordance with contract
number FY2014-115, the required specifications, and the bid as publicly opened on March 11,
2014, and in the estimated amount of $86100.00, which includes a fifteen percent (15%) overage
for contract contingencies.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor is hereby authorized to execute the appropriate
legal instruments to accomplish the same.

SUBJECT: ADVENTURE TOURISM DISTRICT

Introduction:

An item for City Council’s consideration is a resolution to create an Adventure Tourism District in Oak
Ridge and to develop an Adventure Tourism District Plan for submission to the Tennessee Department of
Economic and Community Development and to the Tennessee Department of Revenue for joint approval
as an Adventure Tourism District pursuant to the Tennessee Adventure Tourism and Rural Development
Act of 2011.

Finance:

The accreditation requires no local match, but does require in-kind staff time to develop a local adventure
tourism business plan, annual report, and GIS delineation of the district in detail.

Background:

The Tennessee Adventure Tourism and Rural Development Act of 2011 identified the need for further
tourism development in Tennessee. Recognizing the popularity and growth of “extreme” sports and
outdoor activities, the State of Tennessee developed an approach that created defined Adventure
Tourism Districts to support activities such as mountain biking and rowing. This fits Oak Ridge to a “T.”

The City is required to develop an Adventure Tourism District plan, as well as a defined district. If
approved, private sector development supporting such adventure activities will be able to take advantage
of a credit on Tennessee excise tax of up to $4,500 for each job created in the adventure tourism industry
for up to three years. To qualify, the private developer must create $500,000 in investment. These
investments also include such support entities as hotels, restaurants and retail establishments.

The City Council should adopt a resolution approving submittal of an application for the City of Oak Ridge
to establish a three-year certification as an Adventure Tourism District to be submitted to the Tennessee
Department of Economic and Community Development.

Recommendation:

The City Manager’s office is recommending the application for this designation, which must be filed by
April 15, 2014, for the present year or we shall have to wait until the following year. This has an ability to
assist in the redevelopment of the city’s center with retail as well as support services in the community.
Approval by a 2/3 vote (5) by the local governing body is required.

Approval of the attached resolution is recommended.

Tennessee Code Annotated Tftie ii, Chapter Ii, Part 2

GUIDANCE DOCUMENT FOR LOCAL GOVERNMENTS

PART I: OVERVIEW AND LEGAL REQUIREMENTS

The “Tennessee Adventure Tourism aid Rural Development Act of 20 11” creates a mechanism by
which communities can apply to be certified as an adventure tourism district (“district”).
Certification as a district allows certain businesses to qualifr for a jobs tax credit specific to the
Adventure Tourism Act. Certification of a district must be obtained by receiving approval from both

the conmtissioner of the Department of Revenue (“DOR”) and the commissioner of the

Department of Econo nrc and Conunumti Des elopment LCD or the deparnnenr collectn els
“the departments”). This approval is based on a “best interests of the state” determination made by
DOR and approved by LCD.

To apply for certification as a district, a local governing body must authorize the creation of a
district by a 2/3 vote. Alternatively, two or more local governing bodies may enter into an
intergovernmental agreement for a district that contains area within the boundaries of more than one
local government. Adventure tourism professionals may petition local governing bodies for creation

of a district. Such petition must include specific business plans based on quantifiable data
demonstrating that the creation of an adventure tourism district would enhance sustainable economic
development in the area. Upon approval by the local governing hodQes) as may be required, the
district plan must be submitted to DOR arid LCD.

Upon receipt of the district plan by DOR and ECD, the departments must make a detennination
as to whether the allocation of franchise and excise tax credits is in the “best interests of the state.”

This determination consists of three criteria:

i) That the qualified business enterprise or enterprises made within an adventure tourism
district are a result of the special allocation arid tax credits provided for in f( 67-4-
2109(’b,)(2)(C);

2) f}iat the adventure tourism district is a result of such qualified business enterprise or
enterprises; arid

3) That the district is not structured to create a competitive advantage for one business.

A “qualified business enterprise” is defined as “an enterprise in which the business has made the
required capital ins estment necescqrr SQ0 000 r aaoroance ntb j 6-42lO9(‘) to permit the
creation or expansion of 1] tourism related businesses, including, but not limited to,
restaurants, lodging establishments, or other tourism related attractions.” Accordingly, any
“tourism related business” including restaurants, lodging establisirnments and other toutistn related
attractions may form the basis of a local governing body’s application for creation of a district and



may benefit from the tax credits provided for in the Act once a district is certified by DOR and
ECu

If a district is certified by DOR and ECD, “qualified business enterprises” in the district may
receive special tax credits which are administered by DOR. The requirements to be eligible for the
ctedit vary based upon the tier designation of the county in which the business re5ides. If the
qualified business eritcrprise as located in a Tier 1 enhancement county, the business must create 25
qualified jobs as defined in § 67-4-2i09(a)(ô). If the qualified business enterprise is in a Tier 2
enhancement county, the business must create 19 qualified jobs as defined in 5ti’7-4-2i09(a)(6). If
the qualified business enterprise is in a Tier 3 enhancement county, the business must create 13
qualified jobs as defined in §ti’7-4-2109(a)(6). If these requaremei ts are met, a credit of 54.500 per
qualified job will be allowed. This credit may offset the business’s franchise and excise tax liability.
These credits can be carried forward for three tears for businesses in Tier I and Tier 2 counties and
five years for businesses in Tier 3 counties. Additionally, businesses in certified districts mat receive
promotional support from the Department of Tourism through its existing resources.

PART Ih EU) APPLICATION PROCESS

Application Requirements. Interested local governments will find ECD’s streamlined application
for certification of an adventure tourism district online at http: / /tn.gov/ecd. The application \vill
require local governments to provide ECD with certain information regarding the proposed district,
All questions on the application must be answered thoroughly and completely in order to be
considered for certification.

All interested local governments must submit their completed applications to ECD by April
L5, 2014. The deparinieni will then review all completed applications. Approved
applications will receive certification for a period of three (3) years. Upon expiration of the
three (3) year period, a local government must submit a new, complete application for
certification.

Fiffing Out the Applicatiosa. Local governments should till out die application thoroughly and
completely. The preparer should provide the name of the mayor or executive as avell as contact
information for the local government If the local government was petitioned by an adventure

tourism professional. the preparer will be required to provide information concerning that
professional, including the company’s FLuX and headquarters address. The application will require
tIre local government to list one or more eligible adveuture tourism activities that can or will be
conducted in the proposed district. The list of eligible activities can be found at T.C.A. § 11-11-203.

The local government will also be required to upload four supporting documents in order to
complete its application. The first is a copy of the resolution from the local governing body
authorizing creation of the district (please see tC.A. S 11-11-204). The second is a parcel map of
the proposed district. In order to administer tax credits if a district is approved, the Department of
Revenue requires a parcel map of the proposed district. The third is a business plan. The business



plan must be based on “quantifiable data demonstrating that the creation of an adventure tourtsm

district would enhance sustainable economic development in the area” (T.C.A. § li-i 1-204(b)).
Finally, the application must be accompanied by a notarized letter from the local government mayor
or executive which contains the following statement:

“I, [localgovernment mayor or execudveJ, hereby confirm that this application,
including all arta chin exits, does not contain any representa dons offa ct which are false or
misleading in any respect”

PART III: POST-CERTIFICATION REPORTING AND PROCEDURES

Annual Report. Each local government which has received certification of an adventure tourism
district must submit an annual report to the department which includes the following information: a
complete list of businesses in the district, including the location of incorporation of those businesses;
the number of jobs created by each entity; and the capital investment by each entity. This report is
due to the department onfitly P of the year following certification and onJuly 7S: of each
year thereafter throughout the period of certification.

Redrawn Districts. Once certified, a district will not be redrawn or altered during the three (3) year
period. A district may only be redrawn or altered in a ne.application for certification following the
end of the three (3) year period.

Revocation of Certification. If at any time during the three (3) year period the department finds
that any of the representations made by the local government in its application were false or

misleading. the department mar. in its discretion, revoke the certification of the district.

AN ACT to amend Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 4; Title 5; Title 6; Title 11; Title 54; Title 55;
Title 67; Title 68 and Title 70, relative to the development of adventure tourism in Tennessee.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE:

SECTION 1. Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 11 Chapter 11, is amended by adding the
following language as a new, appropriately designated part:

11-11-201.

This part shall be known and may be cited as the “Tennessee Adventure Tourism and
Rural Development Act of 201 1”.

11-11-202.

The Department of Economic and Community Development, in cooperation with the
Department of Environment and Conservation, is directed to study and develop a plan for the
promotion and development of adventure tourism and other recreational and economic
development activities in rural areas of Tennessee. Such study and plan shall be developed
within existing departmental resources. The departments are directed to consider natural
areas, best available science, existing recreational opportunities, economic conditions,
including, but not limited to, persistent high unemployment, safety and environmental issues,
and community interest in developing such plan. Such plan should include recommendations
on whether and to what extent existing laws should be amended and any new laws should
be enacted in order to encourage development of adventure tourism in Tennessee. The
departments are authorized to promulgate rules and regulations in order to effectuate the
purposes of this part.

11-11-203.

As used in this part, unless the context otherwise requires:

(1) “Adventure tourism” means outdoor recreational opportunities such as
equine and motorized trail riding, white water rafting and kayaking, rappelling, road
biking, rock climbing, hang-gliding, spelunking, shooting sports, mountain biking,
canoeing, paragliding, zip lining and other such activities;

(2) “Adventure tourism district” means a defined geographic area identified
and authorized by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of a local governing body and approved by
the department and the Department of Environment and Conservation as an area
where the promotion of adventure tourism is encouraged;

(3) “All-terrain vehicle” means either:

(A) A motorized vehicle with no less than four (4) non-highway tires,
but no more than six (6) non-highway tires, that is limited in engine
displacement to one thousand cubic centimeters (1,000 cc) or less and in total
dry weight to less than one thousand five hundred pounds (1,500 lbs.), and
that has a seat or saddle designed to be straddled by the operator and
handlebars for steering control;

(B) A motorized vehicle with not less than four (4) non-highway tires,
nor more than six (6) non-highway tires, that is limited in engine displacement
to one thousand cubic centimeters (1,000 cc) or less and in total dry weight up
to two thousand pounds (2,000 lbs.), and that has a non-straddle seating and
a steering wheel;

(C) A motor vehicle as defined in § 55-1-103, which possesses a four
(4) wheel drive capability and that is designed and suitable for operation off
the highway on natural terrain; or

(D) A motorized vehicle designed for or capable of cross-country travel
on or immediately over land, water, snow, or other natural terrain and not
intended for use on public roads traveling on two (2) wheels and having a seat
or saddle designed to be straddled by the operator and handlebars for
steering control;

(4) “Best interests of the state” means a determination by the Commissioner
of Revenue, with approval by the Commissioner of Economic and Community
Development, that:

(A) The qualified business enterprise or enterprises made within or
adjacent to an adventure tourism district is a result of the special allocation
and tax credits provided for in Section 5; and

(B) The adventure tourism district is a result of such qualified business
enterprise or enterprises.

(5) “Canoeing” means the use of canoe for navigation of waterways;

(6) “Department” means the Department of Economic and Community
Development;

(7) “Hang-gliding0means an air sport in which a pilot flies a light and un
motorized aircraft launched by foot;

(8) “Kayaking” means the use of a kayak for navigations of waterways;

(9) “Local governing body” means the elected legislative body of a municipal,
metropolitan or county government;

(10) ‘Motorized trail riding” means the exploration of trails and natural areas
by use of all-terrain vehicles;

(11) “Mountain biking” means the exploration of trails and natural areas by the
use of bicycles;

(12) “Paragliding” means the air sport in which a pilot flies a light motorized
aircraft that uses a parachute to stay airborne;

(13) “Rappelling” is the controlled descent down a rope by climbers used to
explore cliffs or slopes that are too steep to descend without protection;

(14) “Road biking” means both non-competitive and competitive bicycling
events that take place on improved roads;

(15) “Rock climbing” means the recreational sport of climbing up or across
natural rock formations;

(16) “Shooting sports” means the recreational sport of firing handguns, rifles
or shotguns at moving or fixed targets;

(17) “Spelunking” means the recreational sport of exploring noncommercial
cave systems;

(18) “Triathlon” means the recreational activity of sporting contests involving
open waters swimming, bicycle riding, and running, whether on trails or improved
roads;

(19) “White water rafting’ means the recreational activity of using an inflatable
raft or kayak to navigate rough water; and

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(20) Zip lining” means the expioration of natural areas by use of above-
ground cable systems.

11-11-204.

(a) A local governing body may, by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of its governing
body, authorize the creation of a district within the boundaries of such governing body
as an adventure tourism district by developing an adventure tourism district plan.
Alternatively, one (1) or more counties or one (1) or more municipalities may enter
into an intergovernmental agreement pursuant to the Interlocal Cooperation Act,
compiled in Title 12, Chapter 9, to designate jointly an adventure tourism district that
contains area within the boundaries of more than one (1) local government.

(b) Adventure tourism professionals may petition local governing bodies to
authorize the creation of an adventure tourism district. Such petition shall be
accompanied by specific business plans based on quantifiable data demonstrating
that the creation of an adventure tourism district would enhance sustainable
economic development in the area.

(C) Upon a local governing body or bodies authorizing the creation of an
adventure tourism district, the adventure tourism district plan shall be submitted to the
Department of Economic and Community Development and the Department of
Revenue for joint approval as an adventure tourism district. Such approval shall be
granted if the Commissioner of Economic and Community Development and the
Commissioner of Revenue determine that the allocation of franchise and excise tax
credits are in the best interest of the state.

(d) Following the approval of the Department of Economic and Community
Development and the Department of Revenue for an adventure tourism district
pursuant to subsection (c), a local governing body may submit the adventure tourism
district plan to:

(1) The Department of Revenue and the Department of Economic and
Community Development for approval of tax credits pursuant to § 67-4-2109;
and

(2) The Department of Tourist Development for promotional support
through use of the departments existing resources.

11-11-205.

(a) Unless an adventure tourism professional or business acts intentionally or
with gross negligence or is in violation of this part, or any other laws, ordinances,
resolutions, rules or regulations pertaining to adventure tourism, which intentional or
grossly negligent act or omission or violation is causal of the injury complained of, no
action shall lie against any such professional or business by any adventure tourism
activity participant or representative of an adventure tourism activity participant; this
prohibition shall not, however, prevent the maintenance of an action against an
adventure tourism professional or business for negligent design construction or
operation maintenance.

(b) Each adventure tourism professional or business shall maintain general
liability insurance with limits of not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) per
occurrence.

(c) Each adventure tourism professional or business shall post and maintain
signs that contain the warning notice specified in subsection (d). The signs shall be
placed in clearly visible locations at such businesses. The warning notice specified in
subsection (d) shall appear on the sign in black ietters, with each letter to be a
minimum of one inch (1”) in height. In addition to any other waivers or warnings
signed by participants, every written contract entered into by an adventure tourism
professional or business for the providing of professional services, instruction, or the
rental of equipment to a participant, whether or not the contract involves activities on
or off the location or site of the adventure tourism professional’s business, shall
contain in clearly readable print the warning notice specified in subsection (d).

(d) The signs and contracts described in subsection (c) shall contain the
following warning notice:

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WARNING

Under Tennessee Law, an adventure tourism professional is not liable for an
injury to or the death of a participant in adventure tourism activities resulting
from the inherent risks of such activities, pursuant to Tennessee Code
Annotated, Title 11, Chapter 11.

(e) No action shall be maintained against an adventure tourism professional or
business complying with this section unless such action is commenced within one (1)
year from the date of injury.

11-11-206.

The Department of Environment and Conservation and the Department of Economic
and Community Development may work together to provide assistance as deemed
appropriate by the departments to encourage the development of adventure tourism within
those regions of the state designated as suitable for such activities and where persistent high
unemployment exists.

SECTION 2. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 55-8-101, is amended by adding the
following language as a new, appropriately designated subdivision:

()‘All-terrain vehicle means either:

(1) A motorized non-highway tire vehicle with no less than four (4) non-
highway tires, but no more than six (6) non-highway tires, that is limited in engine
displacement to one thousand cubic centimeters (1,000 cc) or less and in total dry
weight to less than one thousand five hundred pounds (1,500 lbs.), and that has a
seat or saddle designed to be straddled by the operator and handlebars for steering
control:

(2) A motorized vehicle with not less than four (4) non-highway tires, nor more
than six (6) non-highway tires, that is limited in engine displacement to one thousand
cubic centimeters (1,000 cc) or less and in total dry weight up to two thousand
pounds (2,000 lbs.) and that has a non-straddle seating and a steering wheel; or

(3) A motorized vehicle designed for or capable of cross-country travel on or
immediately over land, water, snow, or other natural terrain and not intended for use
on public roads traveling on two (2) wheels and having a seat or saddle designed to
be straddled by the operator and handlebars for steering control;

SECTION 3. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 55-8-185, is amended by adding the
following as new, appropriately designated subsections:

(e) In addition to the provisions above, notwithstanding any provision of law to the
contrary, an all-terrain vehicle as defined ri § 55-8-101 may be operated or driven upon any
unpaved streets, roads, or highways, as designated specifically for such purpose upon two-
thirds (2/3) vote by the local governing body, and included within the boundaries of an
adventure tourism district established pursuant to Section 1 of this act, if such all-terrain
vehicle complies with the following:

(1) The governing body of a municipality or metropolitan government may
regulate in any manner, by lawfully enacted ordinance, the operation of any all-terrain
vehicle crossing of a street, road or highway solely under the municipality’s
jurisdiction; provided, that such municipality provides written notification to the
Department of Safety prior to the effective date of the ordinance and posts
appropriate signage designating such all-terrain vehicle crossing on such street, road
or highway;

(2) The governing body of any county may by lawfully enacted resolution
regulate the operation of all-terrain vehicles on any street, road or highway solely
under the county’s jurisdiction; provided, that such county provides written notification
to the Department of Safety prior to such resolution becoming effective and posts
appropriate signage designating such street, road or highway for all-terrain vehicle
use;

(3) An all-terrain vehicle is specifically restricted to only between one-half (1/2)
hour after sunrise and one-half (1/2) hour before sunset, and the headlight and
taillight shall be illuminated during such operation;

4
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(4) The operator and all passengers of an all-terrain vehicle shall wear a
helmet while driving or operating such vehide on a street, road or highway;

(5) Any additional safety requirements imposed by the local governing body
for all-terrain vehicle operation on streets, roads or highways in such municipality,
metropolitan government or county; and

(6) No all-terrain vehicles shall be operated on any state highway or any
highway that is a part of the interstate and defense highway system.

(f) Operation of the following all-terrain vehicles shall be exempt from subsection (e):

(1) All-terrain vehicles operated for agricultural purposes; and

(2) Publicly-owned and operated all-terrain vehicles that are used for
management, law enforcement, emergency services and other such purposes.

SECTION 4. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 67-4-2109(a)(5)(A), is amended by
deleting the language “or convention or trade show facilities;” in its entirety and by substituting
instead the following language:

convention or trade show facilities, or tourism related businesses including, but not limited to,
restaurants, lodging establishments, or other tourism related attractions;

SECTION 5. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 67-4-2109(b)(2), is amended by adding
the following language as a new subsection:

(C) If the qualified business enterprise is located in area designated as an adventure
tourism zone pursuant to § 11-11-204(c), an annual credit shall be allowed as follows:

(i) The additional annual credit shall be allowed for a period of three (3) years
beginning with the first tax year after the initial lob tax credit is created;

(ii) The additional annual credit shall equal four thousand five hundred dollars
($4,500) for each qualified job; provided, that the job remains filled by employees
during the year in which the credit is being taken. This annual credit may be used to
offset up to one hundred percent (100%) of the taxpayer’s franchise and excise tax
liability for that year. Any unused annual credit, however, shall not be earned forward
beyond the year in which the credit originated;

SECTION 6. This act shall take effect upon becoming a law, the public welfare requiring it.

A RESOLUTION TO CREATE AN ADVENTURE TOURISM DISTRICT IN OAK RIDGE, TENNESSEE,
AND TO DEVELOP AN ADVENTURE TOURISM DISTRICT PLAN FOR SUBMISSION TO THE
TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT AND TO THE
TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF REVENUE FOR JOINT APPROVAL AS AN ADVENTURE TOURISM
DISTRICT PURSUANT TO THE TENNESSEE ADVENTURE TOURISM AND RURAL DEVELOPMENT
ACT OF 2011.

WHEREAS, the Tennessee Adventure Tourism and Rural Development Act of 2011 (Tennessee
Code Annotated §11-11-201 et seq.) directs the Tennessee Department of Economic and Community
Development to study and develop a plan for the promotion and development of adventure tourism and
other recreational and economic development activities in rural areas: and

WHEREAS, the Tennessee Adventure Tourism and Rural Development Act of 2011 further
creates a mechanism by which local communities can apply to be certified as an adventure tourism
district: and

WHEREAS, the Tennessee Department of Economic and Community Development and the
Tennessee Department of Revenue have announced applications are available for communities seeking
to receive the three-year certification as an adventure tourism district, with said applications being due by
April 15, 2014; and

WHEREAS, creation of an adventure tourism district requires the approval of a local governing
body by two-thirds vote and requires the development of an adventure tourism plan, which plan must be
submitted as part of the application packet to the Tennessee Department of Economic and Community
Development and the Tennessee Department of Revenue for joint approval for certified as an adventure
tourism district: and

WHEREAS, after approval, the local governing body may submit the adventure tourism district
plan to the Tennessee Department of Revenue and the Tennessee Department of Economic and
Community Development for approval of tax credits pursuant to Tennessee Code Annotated §67-4-2109
and to the Tennessee Department of Tourism Development for promotional support: and

WHEREAS, the application packet must include a parcel map showing the boundaries of the
proposed district (attached as Exhibit A) and an adventure tourism district plan (attached as Exhibit B):
and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of Oak Ridge to support local tourism and tourism related
businesses and to encourage the creation of jobs in the community through the creation of an adventure
tourism district, which is recommended by the City Manager.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OAK RIDGE,
TENNESSEE:

That the recommendation of the City Manager is approved and, pursuant to the requirements of
the Tennessee Adventure Tourism and Rural Development Act of 2011, the City hereby creates an
Adventure Tourism District in Oak Ridge, Tennessee, with the boundaries of said district being as set
forth in the attached parcel map (Exhibit A), and further authorizes the submission of the attached
adventure tourism district plan (Exhibit B), with both documents being required as part of the application
packet to the Tennessee Department of Economic and Community Development and the Tennessee
Department of Revenue.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor may execute the appropriate legal instruments to
accomplish the same.

Adventure Tourism District
City of Oak Ridge

Oak Ridge and the surrounding area have long been associated for adventure tourism activities.
On the eastern edge of Oak Ridge, Melton Hill Lake is nationally known as one of the best 2,000
meter rowing courses in the United States. Oak Ridg&s Melton Hill Park is home to the Oak Ridge
Rowing Association which hosts a number of regattas including the US Rowing National
Championships. Oak Ridge is one of only three cities to host this prestigious event since 1983.
Every March to April, thousands of rowers from across the US and Canada descend on Oak Ridge
for spring training. In 2014, beginning in mid-April, Oak Ridge will host five regattas including the
Conference USA Championships.

Haw Ridge is a 780-acre City owned rustic park with five miles of shoreline along Melton Hill Lake.
Weaving through the park, the almost 30 miles of single track/dirt road trails accommodate trail
runners, hikers, mountain bikers and canoers. Haw Ridge attracts thousands of visitors to Oak
Ridge each year. The 5.6 mile Melton Lake Greenway connects Haw Ridge to the Marina and the
rowing venue.

The Oak Ridge Sportsmen’s Association has 850 acres of land devoted to the shooting sports
including skeet, trap, rifle, and pistol. ORSA has both indoor and outdoor ranges that
accommodate archery as well as the other shooting sports. ORSA hosts numerous competitions
each year.

Near Oak Ridge, the 72,000 acre Windrock Mountain Park offers over 300 miles of trails for off
road vehicles such as motorcycles, trail bikes and ATVs. The facilities at Windrock Mountain Park
bring several thousand enthusiasts to the area each year many of whom lodge and dine in Oak
Ridge.

In 2013, recognizing the potential of even more adventure tourism and the associated economic
benefit to the community, the City of Oak Ridge engaged a group of University of Tennessee MBA
students in a Human Powered Sports study to determine how to maximize these opportunities.
That study revealed that, while Oak Ridge does have sound core of adventure tourism
opportunities, it lacks the support facilities for such activities, namely restaurants and other
directly related retail facilities. The study found the lack of these amenities to be especially
impactive when trying to attract the “Gen-Y and Millennial” age groups to the community.

The study suggested the creation of an “0”, a circular transportation route that connected the
activities at Haw Ridge and the Marina area to the retail center such as Jackson Square and the
existing/planned facilities in the center of the city. The study further suggests the creation or
expansion of other activities such as canoeing, kayaking, triathions and bicycle racing. Since the
completion of the study a business has opened at the Marina which offers paddle boards, canoes
and kayaks for rent.

In keeping with the study results, the City of Oak Ridge proposes to create an Adventure Tourism
District as depicted in the accompanying map. That district would connect the areas of the city
most directly related to adventure tourism to the support retail areas along the Oak Ridge
Turnpike and South Illinois Avenue. Those support retail areas include the near vacant 60 acres
former Oak Ridge Mall property as well as numerous other smaller vacant or underutilized
properties. The tax credits which would be available to eligible enterprises under the Tennessee
Adventure Tourism and Rural Development Act of 2011 would be a valuable tool in the
recruitment of new businesses and a much needed stimulus to the Oak Ridge economy.

Introduction
An item for City Council’s consideration is a resolution authorizing an amendment to an existing contract
between the City of Oak Ridge and the State of Tennessee Department of Transportation (TDOT) for
resurfacing portions of City streets and the approval of the associated two new contracts authorizing
payment in the estimated amount of $217,862.00.

Funding
Funding for the resurfacing contracts is available from the Surface Transportation Program (STP)
administered by TDOT. The current STP available balance for the City of Oak Ridge is $1,108,879.00.
The City is required to match the STP funds by adding 20 percent to the STP funds used for a project.
The attached resolution authorizes City funding for the following items:

• Emory Valley Road — Final Engineering and Construction Deposit $120,400.00
• Various Streets — Engineering (Prelim & Final) and Construction Deposit $ 97462.00

$217,862.00

Funding for the City required match is budgeted in FY 2014 and available in the State Street Aid Fund.

Consideration
Three TDOT contracts are included in the attached resolution with information provided below on each
contract. The construction amounts included in the contracts are estimated only. Once TDOT completes
the design of the projects and bids the projects, additional action may be required by City Council prior to
the start of the resurfacing work.

• TDOT Contract #110146
This contract was originally approved by City Council Resolution 11-105-11 approved November
14, 2011, authorizing the resurfacing of three sections of Emory Valley Road as well as several
other city streets. Due to the delay in reaching an agreement with CSX for the removal of the
signalized railroad crossing, the Emory Valley Road sections of roadway were deleted from the
project. All other streets in this contract were resurfaced as planned in 2012. An amendment to
this contract will officially delete the Emory Valley Road work from this contract and allow TDOT
to close the contract.

• TDOT Contract #120058
This contract is for the resurfacing of three sections of Emory Valley Road (1.37 miles) that were
deleted from TDOT Contract #110146. The City and CSX have reached an agreement for the
removal of the railroad signal equipment and crossing. TDOT is requesting the matching
payment of the final engineering and estimated construction.

• Emory Valley Road from Lafayette Drive to Fordham Road (.104 miles)
• Emory Valley Road from Fordham Road to Briarcliff Avenue (.818 miles)
• Emory Valley Road from Briarcliff Avenue to Davidson Lane (.43 miles)

The total cost of this project is estimated to be $604,000.00 with the City share estimated to be
$120,400.00. TDOT is estimating a July bid date with construction to begin in September.
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• TDOT Contract #1 30314
This contract is for resurfacing an estimated total of streets (1.12 miles) listed below and the
subgrade repair needed on Manhattan Avenue. At this time TDOT is requesting payment for
preliminary engineering only.

• Briarcliff Avenue from Emory Valley Road to Danbury Drive (.49 miles)
• California Avenue from East Tennessee Avenue to Cedar Lane (.40 miles)
• Manhattan Avenue from North Purdue Avenue to Northwestern Avenue (.23 miles)

The total cost of this project is currently estimated to be $487310.00 with the total City share
estimated to be $97,462.00. Due to uncertainty in the needed base repairs to Manhattan
Avenue, this project cost estimate may increase once final engineering is completed. An
appropriate amendment to this resolution will be presented to Council should the need arise with
design work yet to be completed. TDOT has no projected bid date at this time.

This will be the sixth time the City has utilized the STP program for resurfacing work. By approving the
attached resolution and submitting the required payment, TDOT will complete the engineering design and
bid the projects using TDOT specifications.

Recommendation
Staff recommends approval of the accompanying resolution.

$604,000.00, with the City’s share estimated at $120,400.00; and

Introduction
An item for City Council’s consideration is a resolution approving a Proposal of the Department of
Transportation of the State of Tennessee (TDOT) to the City of Oak Ridge and a Local Agency Program
Agreement for the installation of a traffic signal and geometric improvements at the State Route 95 (White
Wing Road) intersection with Bethel Valley Road. TDOT requires that the Proposal and Agreement be
approved by City Council Resolution. The intersection location is shown on the enclosed drawing.

The enclosed Proposal of the Department of Transportation of the State of Tennessee to the City of Oak
Ridge is an agreement that outlines the conditions that the City must cooperate with to support the
project. The enclosed Local Agency Program Agreement is a contract between the State and City that
assigns the perpetual maintenance responsibility of the traffic signal to the City.

Funding
TDOT is funding the project through a Federal Highway Administration Highway Safety Project at an
estimated construction cost of $200,000. This type of safety project qualifies for 100 percent federal
funding. The annual maintenance cost for the City is expected to be approximately $1,500.

Background

The Oak Ridge National Laboratory (ORNL) has been working with TDOT to improve safety at the
intersection. In 2012, TDOT reviewed the intersection and determined that vehicle crashes were
occurring due to insufficient traffic control devices, combined with heavy turning movements during peak
traffic periods. TDOT performed a traffic study and determined that a traffic signal and other geometric
improvements on SR 95 are needed to improve capacity and safety. The geometric improvements
include a right-turn deceleration lane from SR 95 onto Bethel Valley Road.

City staff participated in early review meetings on the proposed intersection improvements and worked
with TDOT during the traffic signal design process to assure that several concerns were addressed.
Resolution of the concerns resulted in the addition of the following traffic control measures:

• A traffic signal flashing warning beacon on the southbound downgrade approach to the
intersection to provide advance warning of the traffic signal

• Vehicle radar detection system in lieu of pavement loop detection to minimize signal maintenance
• A battery backup system to the electric power source provided by ORNL
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The enclosed letter dated February 6, 2012 from Mr. Johnny 0. Moore, Manager ORNL Site Office, to
Mark S. Watson, City Manager, requests support from the City for the project and memorializes their
responsibility to provide the electrical power to the traffic signal. The power source responsibility has also
been included in the Local Agency Program Agreement.

TDOT plans to bid the construction project in May 2014. Completion of the project is estimated at six
months from bid approval. TDOT will administer the construction of the project with City oversight. The
project design plans can be reviewed at the Public Works Department, Engineering Division.

Recommendation
Staff recommends approval of the accompanying resolution authorizing approval of a Proposal of the
Department of Transportation of the State of Tennessee to the City of Oak Ridge and a Local Agency
Program Agreement for the installation of a traffic signal with geometric improvements at the State Route
95 (White Wing Road) intersection with Bethel Valley Road.

PROPOSAL

OF TIlE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE

TO THE CITY OF OAK RIDGE, TENNESSEE

The DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION of the State of Tennessee, hereinafter

“DEPARTMENT”, proposes to construct a project designated as No. STP-SIP-95(9); 730 17-

122 1-94 that is described as S.R. 95 (White Wing Road) Intersection with Bethel Valley Road:

Signalization and Intersection Improvements in the CITY of Oak Ridge, hereinafter CITY,

provided the CITY agrees to cooperate with the DEPARTMENT as set forth in this proposal, so

that the general highway program may be carried out in accordance with the intent of the General

Assembly of the State.

Accordingly, if the CITY will agree:

1. That in the event any civil actions in inverse condemnation or for damages are

instituted by reason of the DEPARTMENT, or its contractor, going upon the highway right of

way and easements, and constructing said project in accordance with the pians and as necessary

to make the completed project functional, it will notify in writing the Attorney General of the

State, whose address is 404 James Robertson Parkway, Nashville, Tennessee 3 7243-0487, of the

institution of each civil action, the complaint and all subsequent pleadings, within ten (10) days

after the service of each of the same, under penalty of defending such actions and paying any

judgments which result therefrom at its own expense; and



2. To close or otherwise modify any of its roads or other public ways if indicated on the

project pians, as provided by law; and

3. To transfer or cause to be transferred to the DEPARTMENT without cost to it, all land

owned by the CITY or by any of its instrumentalities as required for right of way or easement

purposes, provided such land is being used or dedicated for road or other public way purposes;

and

4. Where privately, publicly or cooperatively owned utility lines, facilities and systems

for producing, transmitting or distributing communications, power, electricity, light, heat, gas,

oil, crude products, water, steam, waste, storm water not connected with highway drainage, and

other similar commodities, including publicly owned facilities such as fire and police signal

systems and street lighting systems are located within the right of way of any road or other public

way owned by the CITY, or any of its instrumentalities, the CITY agrees that it will take action

necessary to require the removal or adjustment of any of the above described facilities as would

conflict with the construction of the project. But the foregoing may not be a duty of the CITY

since it shall become operative only after the DEPARTMENT has been unsuccessful in its efforts

to provide for said removals or adjustments for the benefit of the CITY.

The foregoing does not apply to those utility facilities which are owned by the CITY or

one of its instrumentalities, it being understood that the CITY has the duty to relocate or adjust

such facilities, if required, provided the CITY is notified to do so by the DEPARTMENT with

detailed advice as to this duty of the CITY; and

5. To maintain any frontage road to be constructed as part of the project; and

6. That after the project is completed and open to traffic, to accept for jurisdiction and

maintenance such parts of any existing DEPARTMENT highway to be replaced by the project, as

shown on the attached map; and

7. That the CITY will make no changes or alter any segment of a road on its road system

that lies within the limits of the right of way acquired for any interchange to be constructed as

part of the project and will not permit the installation or relocation of any utility facilities within

the right of way of any such a segment of one of its roads without first obtaining the approval of

the DEPARTMENT; and

8. That no provision hereof shall be construed as changing the maintenance

responsibility of the CITY for such part of the project as may presently be on its highway, street,

road or bridge system; and

9. That it is understood and agreed between the DEPARTMENT and the CITY that all

traffic control signs for the control of traffic on a street under the jurisdiction of the CITY and

located within the DEPARTMENT’s right of way shall be maintained and replaced by the CITY;

and

10. That when traffic control devices for the direction or warning of traffic, lighting of

roadways or signing, or any of them, which are operated or function by the use of electric current

are constructed or installed as part of the project, they will be furnished with electricity and

maintained by the CITY.

11. If, as a result of acquisition and use of right of way for the project, any structures that

become in violation of a CITY setback/building line requirement, the CITY agrees to waive

3



enforcement of the CITY setback/building line requirement and take other proper governmental

action therefore.

12. To prohibit encroachments of any kind upon the right of way and easements for the

project; and

13. To prohibit the servicing of motor vehicles within the right of way and easements for

the project; and

14. To obtain the approval of the DEPARTMENT before authorizing parking on the right

of way and easements for the project and before installing any device for the purpose of

regulating the movement of traffic; and

15. The DEPARTMENT will maintain the completed project if it is classified as full

access control (i.e. a project which has no intersecting streets at grade), and it will maintain the

pavement from curb to curb where curbs exist or the full width of the roadway where no curbs

exist on non-access control projects. The CITY agrees to maintain other parts of non-access

control projects.

16. That when said project is completed, it thereafter will not permit any additional median

crossovers, the cutting of the pavement, curbs, gutters and sidewalks, by any person, firm,

corporation or governmental agency, without first obtaining the approval of the DEPARTMENT.

The acceptance of this proposal shall be evidenced by the passage of a ordinance, or by

other proper governmental action, which shall incorporate this proposal verbatim, or by reference

thereto. Thereafter, the DEPARTMENT will acquire the right of way and easements, construct

the project and defend any inverse condemnation or damage civil actions of which the Attorney

General has received the notice and pleadings provided for herein.

TRAINING

Introduction

An item for City Council’s consideration is a resolution to approve the purchase of two (2) police service
dogs and associated handler training from Lakeview K-9 Services, Loudon, Tennessee, in the estimated
amount of $33,000.

Funding

Funds for this purchase are available through a grant from the U.S. Department of Energy. The grant will
cover the entire cost of the two (2) police service dogs and the associated handler training.

Background

The Police Department has maintained a K-9 Unit consisting of four (4) K-9 teams that provide 24/7
support to patrol operations and narcotics interdiction. All of the Police Department’s service dogs are
dual purpose dogs, meaning they are trained in criminal apprehension and narcotics detection. The K-9
Unit regularly deploys to search for, and support the apprehension of, serious or violent suspects. The K-
9 Unit conducts regular narcotics nterdicting traffic stops, narcotics search warrants, and narcotic
searches for the Oak Ridge City Schools.

Due to the retirement of two (2) police service dogs because of age or injury, the K-9 Unit has been
reduced to two (2) active service dogs. The procurement of two (2) additional police service dogs will
bring the K-9 Unit back up to 100% staffing and coverage. One current K-9 officer, whose police service
dog was recently retired will, if approved, receive one (1) of the two (2) new police service dogs. The
additional dog will be assigned to a current patrol officer who will be trained as a designated K-9 officer.
Each officer will require training to become a handler for their assigned police service dog.

Analysis

The City issued a formal competitive bidding process to procure two (2) police service dogs and the
associated handler training. Six (6) responses were received and evaluated on the basis of cost, the
nature of dog breeding, personal trait evaluation, training philosophy, and training facilities. The Police
Department has history with three (3) of the vendors and on March 3, 2014 staff traveled to Maysville
Georgia and Custom Canine, nearest out of State responding vendor. The remaining two (2) vendors
were in California and Kansas. Custom Canine staff conducted a demonstration with several of their
dogs, their facilities, explained their training philosophy and discussed various aspects of their business
and services. For reasons explained below, the Police Department recommends Lakeview K-9 Services
instead of the lowest or other bidders.

Lakeview K-9 Services was selected as the vendor for the procurement of the requested police service
dogs and associated handler training because of their training methods, superior dog selection, and local
training facilities. In making this decision, the Police Department looked first at the K-9 handler school
and associated training. Using a local vendor allows the selected employees to stay in their homes
during the 5-week training program. This relieves the fiscal impact on the City of Oak Ridge from the
expense of travel, lodging, food, and fuel costs for out of state travel. Another non-monetary benefit of a



local vendor is the convenient access to the vendor in the event of an unacceptable issue with a dog,
training issue, or replacement of a handler during the training program. Using a local vendor also allows
the K-9 Unit to take full advantage of available follow-up training, including Lakeview K-9 Services’ no
cost weekly maintenance training for the working life of the dogs. Further, Lakeview K-9 Services has
extended this invitation to our entire K-9 unit including the existing service dogs. We currently use their
facilities with our existing K-9 teams, training alongside other local agencies and at no additional cost.
The value of this access to master trainers and Lakeview K-9 Services facilities is exceptional.

Researching the facilities, training methods, and additional benefits of available programs found that
Lakeview K-9 Services met or exceeded all of the requirements of the Oak Ridge K-9 Unit and is the most
compatible with Police Department training philosophy. As listed in the bid request document, Lakeview
K-9 Services includes a certification by the National Narcotics Detection Dog Association (NNDDA).
Lakeview K-9 Services additionally included a secondary narcotics detection certification through the
International Forensics Research Institute (IFRI). The Oak Ridge K-9 Unit currently maintains
certifications with both of these organizations on all active police service dogs. This certification is
important because the U.S. Supreme Court’s most recent decision on the reliability of narcotic detection
dogs weighed heavily on certification by a bona fide organization” and regular maintenance training. In
addition to numerous trainer/handler certifications, the Lakeview K-9 Services trainer is certified and has
testified as an expert in reference to police service dogs in the Circuit federal court. This has obvious
benefit in being local and accessible should there be a need. The Police Department believes Lakeview
K-9 Services’ certifications and access to local weekly training is the most beneficial program that meets
the K-9 Unit’s requirements.

The second evaluation was the cost and quality of the canines and references. All of the bid vendors
stated they selected dogs through European sources. The most telling reference came from the Knox
County Sheriff Office (KCSO) K-9 Unit, which recently procured six (6) police service dogs with handler
training courses from Lakeview K-9 Services. KCSO gave an exceptional reference, specifically stating
that the quality of canine was superior to other sourcing they had made in the past. Lakeview K-9
Services obtains dogs through Metro Dade K-9 in Florida, which in turn selects dogs from Europe.
Lakeview K-9 Services has V.I.P. access at Metro Dade K-9 and personally selects from the kennels
those dogs that possess drives, instincts, and temperament specific to work as a police service dog. The
Oak Ridge K-9 Unit trainer evaluated Lakeview K-9 Services dogs and found them to be exceptionally
suited for Oak Ridge.

Lakeview K-9 Services selects dogs with the best traits and then finishes the training at their facility. This
is in contrast to the general practice of selecting titled or untitled dogs from Europe. A titled dog is one
that has been trained and passed a series of tests set by a European training organization. The benefit of
Lakeview K-9 Services is that the dog can be trained, or customized, to whatever the agency wants the
dog’s response to be. In contrast, a titled dog that was trained with an undesirable response will have to
have the trained response extinguished, through training, and then the desired response trained. This is
a time consuming process and during a stressful situation, like a suspect apprehension, the dog may
revert to the original undesirable response. This training philosophy and utilization of a younger dog also
contributes to a longer service life and greater benefit for the Police Department. Lakeview K-9 Services
was selected because their system will provide a high quality dog that will be customized to the training
and response that the City of Oak Ridge selects. Lakeview K-9 Services’ canine price reflects the quality
of their dogs, and customized training, and the Police Department feels that it is in the best interests of
the City of Oak Ridge to purchase the highest quality animal possible.

Recommendation

Approval of the attached resolution is recommended.

SUBJECT: SCHOOLS APPROPRIATION REQUEST — BLEACHERS

Introduction:

An item for City Council’s consideration is an ordinance to amend Ordinance No. 05-2013, which
ordinance imposes a tax on all property within the City, fixes the rate of the tax, adopts a budget, and
adopts appropriations for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2013, by amending said appropriations.

Funding:

The Oak Ridge Board of Education has requested the approval of the City Council to amend the FY 2014
budget in an amount of $454,940 for the replacement of the Blankenship Field visitor bleachers.
The Board has appropriated $454,940 from its unappropriated fund balance for payment of the bid
awarded to contractor Dant Clayton Corporation of Louisville, Kentucky.

Background:

The original bid was for $523,940, which included a $69,000 ramp for ADA access from the lower parking
lot side. That amount has been excluded from the appropriation. Pat Fallon of City staff has worked with
the City Manager and is exploring a less expensive alternative than the proposed ramp. Further
deliberations will occur with Allen Thacker, Supervisor of Maintenance and Operations of the Oak Ridge
Schools. With a present effort beginning to restore Blankenship Field, permanent construction such as
the ramp that will affect the view scape requires further discussion. Although, ADA access to the visitors
side and lower levels will need to be addressed.

Due to the timeliness of the bleacher construction for the Fall football season, the bleachers were
approved for immediate construction pending Council outcome.

Recommendation:

The Oak Ridge Board of Education requests favorable consideration of this request.

SUBJECT: Zoning Ordinance Amendments

Introduction

An item for City Council’s consideration is an ordinance to amend several housekeeping items within the
Zoning Ordinance. Over the past few months, Planning staff has identified areas in the Zoning Ordinance
that were either not addressed, did not meet the criteria as prescribed in our Zoning Ordinance, or
needed clarification. Staff felt the issues needed to be addressed in a housekeeping ordinance to
formally amend the Zoning Ordinance.

Funding

No funding is necessary for this item.

Analysis

The following is a summary of the changes to the Zoning Ordinance:

1. The current Zoning Ordinance does not address sport shooting ranges. Currently, the only
similar use located within the City is the Oak Ridge Sportsman Association site, which is
zoned RG-1. However, adequate safeguards are needed to address commercial sport
shooting ranges, including defining such uses. Add the following definitions to Article II:

•Outdoor Sport Shooting Range
An outdoor area, not enclosed in a building, designed and operated for the use of rifles,
shotguns, pistols, silhouettes, skeet, trap, black powder, archery, or any other shooting
activity, but does not include police or military firing ranges operated by any level of
government, and does not include occasional not-for-profit charitable events (commonly
called “turkey shoots”).

•lndoor Sport Shooting Range
A fully enclosed building or part of building specifically designed and operated for the use
of rifles, shotguns, pistols, silhouettes, skeet, trap, black powder, archery, or any other
shooting activity, but does not include police or military indoor firing ranges operated by
any level of government. As used in this section, means any public place or range for
shooting and discharging firearms.

2. Add the following supplementary regulations to Article III General Provisions regarding
commercial indoor sport shooting ranges. Currently the Zoning Ordinance does not address
this use.

(a) License Required.

No person shall conduct, maintain, operate, or cause to be conducted, maintained or
operated, any indoor or outdoor sport shooting range without being licensed through the
State of Tennessee Department of Safety and Homeland Security and meet all other



applicable state and federal regulations for operating a sport shooting range. Any license
or permits required for shooting range activity by any level of government shall be
submitted as supporting documentation with the site plan.

(b) All sport shooting ranges shall be planned, constructed and maintained
according to standards that are at least as stringent as the standards contained in the
National Rifle Association range manual and the standards set forth by the State of
Tennessee Department of Safety and Homeland Security Handgun Safety School Firing
Range Requirements. The proposed sport shooting range shall be shown on a site plan
showing all buildings, firing lines or stations, shooting related activity areas and other
areas or structures.

(c) Location.

Sport shooting range shall be designed to minimize noise to surrounding properties. No
indoor sport shooting range shall be located closer than 1,000 feet (measured from
property line to property line) from any school, church, hospital, or other indoor sport
shooting range, nor in any location that would constitute a nuisance under the Municipal
Code, common law or any other applicable law, statute or regulation, or in a location such
that the noise from the indoor sport shooting range would constitute such a nuisance or
other violation under the Municipal Code.

(d) Hours of Operation.

No indoor sport shooting range shall be operated between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and
7:00 am. These hours of operation coincide with allowable decibel levels as defined in
Section 12.04 of the Zoning Ordinance.

(e) Safety Rules. In the operation of any sport shooting range, the following safety
rules shall at all times be observed:

1. Sport shooting ranges shall contain all projectile and shot fall within the
property of the sport shooting range.

2. A lead mitigation plan meeting requirements of the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) shall be submitted with the site plan.

3. It is the sport shooting range operator’s responsibility to determine if a
shooter is of appropriate age and has the physical and mental ability to
safely utilize the sport shooting range and provide their shooters with
appropriate qualified supervision.

4. The sport shooting range shall be properly and adequately ventilated and
filtered at all times and comply with all applicable OSHA, NIOSH, EPA
standards and any other applicable local, state or federal codes,
standards, laws and regulations.

3. Amend Section 7.04 (c) to add the Indoor Sport Shooting Range as a use requiring Board of
Zoning Appeals (BZA) approval.

Staff felt the UB-2 Unified General Business District was an appropriate zoning district for
the location of commercial indoor sport shooting ranges because similar uses, such as
recreation uses, are allowed with BZA approval. Of the existing commercial districts, this
district tends to require additional buffers between non-compatible uses, requires
additional setback requirements, and more restrictive allowable uses.



4. The terminology for the list of permitted uses within similar zoning districts is inconsistent;
therefore, it creates confusion when determining whether or not similar uses are allowed. The
permitted uses identified in the current Zoning Ordinance also still utilize terminology that is
no longer applicable with current market trends. The following amendments related to
“business services” clarify the definition and ensure that the language is consistent.

Business Services: Establishments primarily engaged in providing assistance, as
opposed to products to other individuals, business, industry, government, and other
enterprises, including hotels and other lodging places: personal, business, repair, and

amusement cervices; health, legal, engineering, and other professional services;
educational services: membership organizations; and other miscellaneous services.

5. Amend Section 7.03 B-2 General Business Districts (a) Permitted Principal Uses

3. Office building uses resulting from any of the following occupations: executive,
administrative, professional services, business services, accounting, banking,
writing, clerical, stenographic, drafting, and graphic arts and sales.

6. Amend Section 7.04 UB-2 Unified General Business Districts (a) Permitted Principal Uses

2. Office building uses resulting from any of the following occupations: executive,
administrative, professional services, business services, accounting, banking,
writing, clerical, stenographic, drafting, and graphic arts printing, and sales,
including computer, electronic and video sales and services.

7. Amend Section 5.05 R-3 Medium Residential District (a) Permitted Principal Uses

4. Business and professional offices: including office building uses resulting
from professional services, business services, accounting, banking,
drafting, and graphic arts.

8. The current Zoning Ordinance does not address transitional housing; however, adequate
safeguards are needed to address transitional housing, including defining the use. Add the
following new definition to Article II

Transitional Housing: A facility operated by a non-profit agency providing temporary
housing to indigent, homeless, or transient persons during crisis intervention; may also
be integrated with other social services and programs to provide ancillary services such
as counseling, vocational training, etc. to assist in the transition to self-sufficiency through
the acquisition of a stable income and permanent housing.

9. Amend Section 3.24 Title to include Transitional Housing for the supplementary regulations
listed for permanent and transient group care facilities

Permanent and Transient Group Care Facilities and Transitional Housing

10. Add Transitional Housing as a Special Exception Requiring Board of Zoning Appeals (BZA)
approval in the following zoning districts: R-2, R-3, and R-4

11. Amend Section 5.07 One-Family Residential Districts, R-1-A1B (c) Use Special Exceptions
Requiring Board of Zoning Appeals Approval Permit to have consistent language throughout
the Zoning Ordinance and eliminate the following use as a Special Exception in its entirety

2. Permanent and transient group care facilities



12. The current Not In Our City (NIOC) regulations state that the off-street parking is permitted
outside of an approved parking surface only in the side and rear yard provided such side and
rear yard setbacks are met. This is problematic when implementing, especially in areas where
multiple zoning districts exist. For example, the side and rear setback requirements could
vary for houses located on the same street. This can be addressed by amending Section
11.02 (e) Required Yard Parking Regulations Subsection 2. Parking in Side and Rear Yard as
follows:

a. For single-family detached dwellings and duplexes, residential off-street parking
is permitted outside of an approved parking surface jy in the side and rear yard
provided side and rear yard setbacks are met and the setback area shall
remain clear of all vehicles. For the purpose of this subsection, all R-1-C and
R-2 side and rear setbacks shall be five (5) feet.

Recommendation

The aforementioned changes regarding the proposed amendments to the Zoning Ordinance were
discussed and recommended to City Council for approval by a vote of 7 — 0 for the first four (4)
amendments and by a vote of 8 — 0 for the remaining amendments due to one member arriving to the
meeting late during the regularly scheduled Planning Commission meeting on March 13, 2014.

Introduction

Items for the agenda are (1) appointment of an Administrative Hearing Officer and (2) a resolution
approving a salary of $2,000.00 per month for the Administrative Hearing Officer.

Funding

Funds are currently available in the FY14 Budget.

Applications for Consideration

After approval of Ordinance 01-2014 which created the position of Administrative Hearing Officer, the City
advertised for interested individuals to fill the part time position (copy of advertisement attached). Per city
ordinance and state law, the Administrative Hearing Officer must be either a licensed building inspector,
plumbing inspector, electrical inspector, attorney, architect, or engineer. Further, the Administrative
Hearing Officer must comply with the training and education requirements set forth by state law. The
advertisement requested Oak Ridge residency, three references, and a copy of the individual’s applicable
license.

The following applications were received by the deadline (Friday, April 4, 2014 at 12:00 noon): Bruce
Alldredge of Knoxville, Attorney; Jason Davis of Knoxville, Attorney; Richard Giannelli of Oak Ridge,
Engineer; Amanda McCulloch of Clinton, Attorney; Paul Spite of Cookeville, Architect; and Hugh Ward,
Jr., of Oak Ridge, Attorney. Copies of the applications are included for Council’s consideration.

Salary Level

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Brief report to council and the people on the National League of Cities Congressional Conference 2014 

An NLC conference offers an opportunity to talk with and hear from officials from across the entire 
nation, to hear in person how other people approach similar city issues and trade success and failure 
stories.  This, more than any other aspect of the conference is its greatest value for me.  Because I feel 
most effective and best able to learn in open discussion, meeting with other city officials who are 
equally engaged in their roles is reinvigorating.  In addition, conversations at the conference are free of 
some of the emotional biases that local discussions can be prone to. 

David Mosby and I got a chance to meet with Karl Kalbacher, the city’s new direct contact in The 
Ferguson Group.   Mr. Kalbacher seems to be as experienced, knowledgeable and enthusiastic as was 
Kareem Murphy, the former direct contact.  After an hour of update with Mr. Kalbacher, it seemed clear 
that it would not be a useful time for additional Oak Ridge officials to meet with the senators’ staffs.   

The selection of workshops and informational meetings is always difficult to choose from:  an 
embarrassment of riches. 

In line with Oak Ridge’s recent concerns with addressing violence at school, I attended the workshop 
Preventing Juvenile Violence for Safer Communities.  I followed that with the Afterschool Policy Advisors’ 
Network luncheon meeting.   Reports from the Department of Justice confirm that Oak Ridge is not 
unusual in having a disproportionate number of suspensions among males of color.  A number of public 
and private responses to both that imbalance and to juvenile violence in general focused on the role of 
fathers and father figures in children’s well-being. John James from Cleveland spoke on the efforts and 
successes of the Cuyahoga County Fatherhood Initiative. A representative spoke about the national My 
Brother’s Keeper initiative.    The role of school resource officers was presented as integrated into the 
school’s culture to help prevent and to solve problems as opposed to putting more juveniles into the 
justice system. 

The Afterschool Policy Advisor’s meeting offered updates on potential changes in federal funding 
streams .  People interested in this topic will find more at afterschoolalliance.org. 

Other workshops included Integrated Planning, Federal Partners for Consumer Financial Protection, and 
Creating a Federal Job Training Program for the Future.  In the latter, discussion focused on the need to 
engage industry in the discussion and find out what kinds of jobs will need training for.  Oak Ridge is in 
better that average position given our close association with the Roane State complex and our 
multitudinous contacts with UT and the members of ORAU.  Among the fast growing job and career 
sectors is senior care and the home care industry. 

One of the most often repeated themes I heard was the continued importance of creating pathways to 
engage citizens in local government and to accept the advantage of diversity for problem solving locally.
